2006 until the enactment of an Act authorizing intelligence
activities for fiscal year 2000.

SEC. 506. None of the funds in this Act may be used
to make a grant allocation, discretionary grant award, dis-
cretionary contract award, or to issue a letter of intent to-
taling in excess of $1,000,000, or to announce publicly the
mtention to make such an award, unless the Secretary of
Homeland Security notifies the Commattees on Appropria-
tions of the Senate and the House of Representatives at least

3 full business days in advance: Provided, That no notifica-
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tron shall imvolve funds that are not available for obliga-
tion.

SEC. 507. Notwithstanding any other provision of law,
no agency shall purchase, construct, or lease any additional
Jfacilities, except within or contiguous to existing locations,
to be used for the purpose of conducting Federal law enforce-
ment travning without the advance approval of the Commit-
tees on Appropriations of the Senate and the House of Rep-
resentatives, except that the Federal Law Enforcement
Training Center is authorized to obtain the temporary use
of additional facilities by lease, contract, or other agreement
Jor traiming which cannot be accommodated in existing
Center facilities.

SEC. 508. The Director of the Federal Law Enforce-
ment Training Center shall schedule basic and/or advanced
law enforcement traiming at all four traming facilities
under the control of the Federal Law Enforcement Training
Center to ensure that these training centers are operated
at the haghest capacity throughout the fiscal year.

SEC. 509. None of the funds appropriated or otherwise
made available by this Act may be used for expenses of any
construction, reparr, alteration, or acquisition project for
which a prospectus, if required by the Public Buildings Act
of 1959 (40 U.S.C. 3301), has not been approved, except

that necessary funds may be expended for each project for
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required expenses for the development of a proposed pro-
spectus.

SEC. 510. None of the funds in this Act may be used
m contravention of the applicable provisions of the Buy
American Act (41 U.S.C. 10a et seq.).

SEC. 511. The Secretary of Homeland Security s di-
rected to research, develop, and procure certified systems to
mspect and screen air cargo on passenger aircraft at the
earliest date possible: Provided, That until such technology
1s procured and installed, the Secretary shall take all pos-
sible actions to enhance the known shipper program to pro-
hibit high-risk cargo from being transported on passenger
arreraft and continue to increase the level of air cargo that
18 inspected beyond the level mandated in section 513 of
Public Law 108-334.

SEc. 512. Notuithstanding section 3302 of title 31,
United States Code, for fiscal year 2006 and thereafter, the
Admanistrator of the Transportation Security Administra-
tion may 1mpose a reasonable charge for the lease of real
and personal property to Transportation Security Admin-
wstration employees and for use by Transportation Security
Adminaistration employees and may credit amounts received
to the appropriation or fund initially charged for operating
and maimtaining the property, which amounts shall be

available, without fiscal year limitation, for expenditure for
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property management, operation, protection, construction,
repair, alteration, and related activities.

SEC. 513. For fiscal year 2006 and thereafter, the ac-
quisition management system of the Transportation Secu-
rity Adminastration shall apply to the acquisition of serv-
1ces, as well as equipment, supplies, and materials.

SEC. 514. (a) None of the funds provided by this or
previous appropriations Acts may be obligated for deploy-
ment or implementation, on other than a test basis, of the
Secure Flight program or any other follow on or successor
passenger prescreening programs, until the Secretary of
Homeland Security certifies, and the Government Account-
ability Office reports, to the Committees on Appropriations
of the Senate and the House of Representatives, that all ten
of the elements contained in paragraphs (1) through (10)
of section 522(a) of Public Law 108-334 (118 Stat. 1319)
have been successfully met.

(b) The report required by subsection (a) shall be sub-
matted within 90 days after the certification requirved by
such subsection is provided, and periodically thereafter, if

necessary, until the Government Accountability Office con-

(¢c) During the testing phase permitted by subsection
(a), no information gathered from passengers, foreign or do-

mestic air carriers, or reservation systems may be used to
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screen aviation passengers, or delay or deny boarding to
such passengers, except in instances where passenger names
are matched to a Government watch list.

(d) None of the funds provided in this or previous ap-
propriations Acts may be utilized to develop or test algo-
rithms assigning risk to passengers whose names are not
on Government watch lists.

(e) None of the funds provided in this or previous ap-
propriations Acts may be utilized for a database that is
obtained from or remains under the control of a non-Fed-
eral entity.

SEC. 515. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used to amend the oath of allegiance required
by section 337 of the Immagration and Nationality Act (8
U.S.C. 1448).

SEC. 516. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
may be used to process or approve a competition under Of-
fice of Management and Budget Circular A-76 for services
provided as of June 1, 2004, by employees (including em-
ployees serving on a temporary or term basis) of United
States Citizenship and Immigration Services of the Depart-
ment of Homeland Security who are known as of that date
as Immagration Information Officers, Contact Representa-

tives, or Investigative Assistants.
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SEc. 517. None of the funds appropriated to the

United States Secret Service by this Act or by previous ap-
propriations Acts may be made available for the protection
of the head of a Federal agency other than the Secretary
of Homeland Security: Provided, That the Director of the
United States Secret Service may enter into an agreement
to perform such service on a fully revmbursable basis.

SEc. 518. The Department of Homeland Security
processing and data storage facilities at the John C. Stennais
Space Center shall hereafter be known as the “National
Center for Critical Information Processing and Storage”.

This Act may be cited as the “Department of Home-
land Security Appropriations Act, 2006”.
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
