States in and to parcels of real property, including im-1

provements thereon, which are owned by the Municipality 2

and located in Anchorage, Alaska, for the purpose of 3

unencumbering the title of the Municipality.

(b) DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTIES.—The exact par-5

cels and legal descriptions of the properties for which the 6

title of the Municipality is subject to a Federal rever-7

sionary interest to be conveyed by the Secretary to the 8

Municipality under subsection (a) shall be determined in 9

a manner satisfactory to the Secretary. 10

(c) ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONSIDERATIONS.— 11

The Secretary may require such additional terms and con-12

ditions with the conveyances as the Secretary considers 13

appropriate to protect the interests of the United States. 14
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
