Section 11(a) of the Occupational Safety and Health
Act of 1970 (29 U.S.C. 660(a)) 1s amended in the sixth
sentence by inserting before the period the following: *,
and with respect to such record, the conclusions of the
Commission with respect to questions of law that are sub-
ject to agency deference under governing court precedent
shall be given deference if reasonable”.
