SEC. 2. In the engrossment of the House amendment
to the Senate amendment to the bill (H.R. 6111) to amend
the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to provide that the
Tax Court may review claims for equitable innocent
spouse relief and to suspend the running on the period
of limitations while such claims are pending, the Clerk
shall—

(1) add the text of H.R. 6406, as passed by the

House, as new matter at the end of such engross-

ment;

(2) assign appropriate designations to provi-
sions within the engrossment; and
(3) conform provisions for short titles within

the engrossment.
