(1) The right to join together to purchase afford-
able health insurance for small business employees,
who make up a large portion of the millions of Amer-
icans without health care coverage.

(2) The rmght to simplified tax laws that allow

Jamily-owned small businesses to survive over several

generations and offer them incentives to grow.

(3) The rght to be free from frivolous lawsuits
which harm law-abiding small businesses and prevent
them from creating new jobs.

(4) The right to be free of unnecessary, restrictive
requlations and paperwork which waste the time and
energy of small businesses while hurting production
and preventing job creation.

(5) The right to relief from high energy costs,
which pose a real threat to the survival of small busi-
nesses, to be accomplished by reducing the Nation’s
reliance on vmported sources of energy and encour-
aging environmentally-sound — domestic  production

and conservation of energy.
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(6) The right to equal treatment, as compared to

large businesses, when seeking access to start-up and
expansion capital and credit.

(7) The right to open access to the Government
procurement marketplace through the breaking up of
large contracts to give small business owners a fair

opportunity to compete for Federal contracts.
