Whereas the increase in arson fires that cause fatalities is a
troublesome statistic;

Whereas many other fatal fires are preventable through in-
creased outreach, supervision, and technological innova-
tion;

Whereas the goals of National Arson Awareness Week are to

create a mnational recognition, awareness, and under-

standing of the school fire problem in the United States;
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to encourage communities to get involved in the dissemi-
nation of arson awareness information by creating a sim-
ple, identifiable, and unifying message for intervention
and prevention; to organize local events that raise a com-
munity’s awareness of school fires and arson issues; and
to engage national, regional, and local media outlets n

delivering the message;

Whereas the price that America pays for fires set in our

schools 1s extreme;

Whereas the e¢rime of youth fire setting and juvenile arson ac-

counts for over 50 percent of all intentionally set fires;

Whereas the leading cause of school structure fires on aver-
age 1s Incendiary or suspicious activity, which includes
arson fires, and accounts for 37 percent of all school
structure fires and 52 percent of middle and high school

structure fires;

Whereas 78 percent of school fires occur during the school

week and 22 percent on weekends;

Whereas 55 percent of fires occur between 8 a.m. and 5 p.m.,

the hours students are most likely to be in school;

Whereas in addition to fire departments, communities must
imvolve the police department, mental health profes-
sionals, the school system, children’s hospitals, social

services, and the media in the issue of fire in schools;

Whereas public awareness is one of the specific responsibil-
ities of the International Association of Arson Investiga-
tors;

Whereas if citizens become more informed about arson pre-
vention and intervention and treatment programs for
these heinous acts of burning are made available, strides
can be made in this preventable malfeasance;
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Whereas the International Association of Arson Investigators
has designated the first week of May each year as Na-
tional Arson Awareness Week; and

Whereas this year the theme of National Arson Awareness
Week is “School Arson—A Burning Subject”: Now,

therefore, be it
