SECTION 1. NOTICE BY PROTECTION AND ADVOCACY SYS-

Subsection (a) of section 143 of the Developmental
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6 Disabilities Assistance and Bill of Rights Act of 2000 (42
7

U.S.C. 15043) is amended—
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(1) in clause (1) of paragraph (2)(A), by insert-
ing “‘subject to paragraph (5),” before “pursue legal,
administrative, and other appropriate remedies or
approaches”;

(2) at the end of paragraph (3), by striking
“and”’;

(3) at the end of paragraph (4), by striking the
period and inserting ““; and”’; and

(4) by adding at the end the following:

“(5) before pursuing any legal, administrative,
or other remedy on behalf of an individual under
paragraph (2)(A)(i), the system shall give notice to,
and obtain the authorization of, the individual or the
legal guardian, conservator, or other legal represent-
ative of the individual.”.
