Band of Luiseno Mission Indians, as applicable, shall
submait notice of the termination to—
(A) the Committee on Natural Resources of
the House of Representatives;
(B) the Committee on Indian Affairs of the

Senate;

(C) the Assistant Secretary for Indian Af-

Jairs; and

(D) the members of Congress representing
the area subject to the memorandum of under-
standing.

(4) TERMINATION OR VIOLATION OF THE MEMO-
RANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING.—The Director of the
Bureaw of Land Management and the Pechanga Band
of Luiseno Mission Indians shall submit to Congress
notice of the termination or a violation of the memo-
randum of understanding entered into under para-
graph (2)(B) unless the purpose for the termination
or violation 1s the expiration or cancellation of the
Western Riverside County Multiple Species Habitat

Jonservation Plan.

10 (1) maintained as open space; and

11 (11) used only for—

(A) as a matter of clavmed inherent author-
wty; or
(B) under any Federal law (including the

Indian Gaming Regulatory Act (25 U.S.C. 2701

et seq.) (including any regulations promulgated

by the Secretary or the National Indian Gaming

Commassion under that Act)).
