SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Missisquor and Trout
Rivers Wild and Scenic River Study Act of 2008
SEC. 2. DESIGNATION FOR STUDY.

Section 5(a) of the Wild and Scenic Rivers Act (16
URS.C. 1276(a)) is amended by adding at the end the fol-
lowing:

“C ) MissisQuor  AND  TrouT  RIVERS,
VERMONT.—The approximately 25-mile segment of the
upper Missisquoi from its headwaters in Lowell to the Ca-
nadian border in North Troy; the approximately 25-mile
segment from the Canadian border in Kast Richford to
Enosburg Falls; and approximately 20 miles of the Trout
River from its headwaters to its confluence with the
Missisquor River.”.

SEC. 3. STUDY AND REPORT.

Section 5(b) of the Wild and Scenic Rivers Act (16
URS.C. 1276(b)) is amended by adding at the end the fol-
lowing:

“(19) M1SSISQUOI AND TRrROUT RIVERS, VERMONT.—
Not later than 3 years after funds are made available to
carry out this paragraph, the Secretary of the Interior

shall—
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“(A) analyze the potential impact of the designa-
