Whereas other news magazine programs focus on what’s

wrong with America, TV Nation focuses on what’s right;

Whereas TV Nation will help the United States economy by

providing many new employment opportunities, particu-

larly high-tech information ones; and

Whereas TV Nation employs numerous Oscar, Emmy, and

Cable-Ace Award nominees and winners: Now, therefore,

be it
