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pand, and encourage public awareness and knowledge re-

garding the needs and daily concerns of individuals suf-

fering from multiple sclerosis; and

Whereas members of the Multiple Sclerosis Association of

America and their families are provided, free of charge,

with a toll-free hotline, peer counseling, educational infor-

mation, treatment referrals, loans of therapeutic equip-

ment, barrier-free housing facilities, a bimonthly news-

letter, and, through technology developed by the National

Aeronautics and Space Administration, a protective suit

designed to cool the body temperature of individuals suf-

fering from multiple sclerosis in order to help restore

demyelinated nerves: Now, therefore, be it
