desire that these Americans continue to play an active role5

in the life of the Nation, the President is authorized and6

requested to issue a proclamation designating the month7

of May 1993 as ‘‘Older Americans Month’’ and calling on8

the people of the United States to observe that month with9

appropriate programs, ceremonies, and activities.10
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
