Nevada, the sum of $8,000, in full satisfaction of all his
claims against the United States for reimbursement for
the expenses he incurred from July 1970 through May 7,
1973, in securing the reimbursement of his disability in-
surance benefits under the Social Security Act which were

terminated in September 1970.
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
