(b) Lump Sum PAYMENT OF ACCRUED RETIRED
PAy.—The Secretary concerned (as defined in section 101
of title 10, United States Code) shall, within sixty days
after the date of the enactment of this Act, make a lump
sum payment to each person eligible for military retired
pay under chapter 67 of title 10, United States Code, by
reason of the amendments made by subsection (a). Such
payment shall be in the amount equal to the total amount
of retired pay that the person would have received before
the date of the first payment to that person pursuant to
those amendments if those amendments had been in effect

on the date that person became sixty years of age.
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
