Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Rural Community4

Water Pollution Control Assistance Act of 1993’’.5
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SEC. 2. TYPES OF ASSISTANCE.1

(a) LOAN PROGRAM.—Section 603(d)(1) of the Fed-2

eral Water Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. 1383(d)(1))3

is amended—4

(1) in subparagraph (A) by inserting after ‘‘205

years’’ the following: ‘‘and at terms not to exceed 406

years in the case of loans to economically distressed7

rural communities’’;8

(2) in subparagraph (B) by inserting after ‘‘19

year’’ the following: ‘‘and not later than 3 years in10

the case of loans to economically distressed rural11

communities’’;12

(3) in subparagraph (B) by inserting after ‘‘2013

years’’ the following: ‘‘and at terms not to exceed 4014

years in the case of loans to economically distressed15

rural communities’’; and16

(4) by redesignating subparagraphs (C) and17

(D) as subparagraphs (D) and (E), respectively, and18

inserting after subparagraph (B) the following:19

‘‘(C) not less than 15 percent of amounts20

deposited in the fund after the date of the en-21

actment of this subparagraph will be used to22

make loans to economically distressed rural23

communities;’’.24

(b) TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE.—Section 603(d) of25

such Act is amended—26

except that amounts available for providing such3

technical assistance shall not exceed 1.5 percent of4

all grant awards made after the date of the enact-5

ment of this paragraph to such fund under this6

title.’’.7

(c) DEFINITION.—Section 603 of such Act is further8

amended by adding at the end the following new sub-9

section:10

‘‘(i) DEFINITIONS.—For purposes of this title, the11

following definitions apply:12

‘‘(1) ECONOMICALLY DISTRESSED RURAL COM-13

MUNITY.—The term ‘economically distressed rural14

community’ means a rural community—15

‘‘(A) in which the median household in-16

come of the residents of such community is less17

than 75 percent of the median statewide18

nonmetropolitan household income, as deter-19

mined by the latest decennial census of the20

United States; or21

‘‘(B) in which the rate of poverty for the22

residents of such community is greater than the23

national poverty rate, as determined annually24

by the Office of Management and Budget.25
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‘‘(2) RURAL COMMUNITY.—The term ‘rural1

community’ means a community which is located in2

a nonmetropolitan county and which has a popu-3

lation of 3,500 individuals or less, as determined by4

the latest decennial census of the United States.’’.5

SEC. 3. ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES.6

Section 603(d)(7) of the Federal Water Pollution7

Control Act (33 U.S.C. 1382(d)(7)) is amended by strik-8

ing ‘‘4 percent’’ and inserting ‘‘4.5 percent’’.9

SEC. 4. INTENDED USE PLAN.10

Section 606(c) of the Federal Water Pollution Con-11

trol Act (33 U.S.C. 1386(c)) is amended—12

(1) by striking ‘‘and’’ at the end of paragraph13

(4);14

(2) by striking the period at the end of para-15

graph (5) and inserting ‘‘; and’’; and16

(3) by adding at the end the following:17

‘‘(6) the criteria used to evaluate loan repay-18

ment affordability and to determine loan interest19

rates.’’.20
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
