A of title XXIX of Public Law 101–510; 10 U.S.C. 26877

note) is amended by adding at the end the following new8
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sentence: ‘‘All testimony before the Commission at a pub-1

lic hearing conducted under this paragraph shall be pre-2

sented under oath.’’.3

(b) APPLICATION OF AMENDMENT.—The amendment4

made by this section shall apply with respect to all public5

hearings conducted by the Defense Base Closure and Re-6

alignment Commission after the date of the enactment of7

this Act.8
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
