Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the4

Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and5
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Education, and related agencies for the fiscal year ending1

September 30, 1994, and for other purposes, namely:2

For expenses of administering employment and train-6

ing programs and for carrying out section 908 of the So-7

cial Security Act, $92,406,000, together with not to ex-8

ceed $46,655,000, which may be expended from the Em-9

ployment Security Administration account in the Unem-10

ployment Trust Fund.11

TRAINING AND EMPLOYMENT SERVICES12

For expenses necessary to carry into effect the Job13

Training Partnership Act, as amended, including the pur-14

together with such amounts as may be necessary to be3

charged to the subsequent year appropriation for the pay-4

ment of compensation and other benefits for any period5

subsequent to August 15 of the current year: Provided,6

That such sums as are necessary may be used for a dem-7

onstration project under section 8104 of title 5, United8

States Code, in which the Secretary may reimburse an em-9

ployer, who is not the employer at the time of injury, for10

portions of the salary of a reemployed, disabled bene-11

ficiary: Provided further, That balances of reimbursements12

from Federal Government agencies unobligated on Sep-13

tember 30, 1993, shall remain available until expended for14

the payment of compensation, benefits, and expenses: Pro-15

vided further, That in addition there shall be transferred16

from the Postal Service fund to this appropriation such17

sums as the Secretary of Labor determines to be the cost18

of administration for Postal Service employees through19

September 30, 1994: Provided further, That the Secretary20

may require that any person filing a notice of injury or21

a claim for benefits under Subchapter 5, U.S.C., Chapter22

81, or under Subchapter 33, U.S.C. 901, et seq. (the23

Longshore and Harbor Workers’ Compensation Act, as24

amended), provide as part of such notice and claim, such25
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identifying information (including Social Security account1

penses, and $295,000 for transfer to Departmental Man-15

agement, Office of Inspector General, for expenses of oper-16

ation and administration of the Black Lung Benefits pro-17

gram as authorized by section 9501(d)(5)(A) of that Act:18

Provided, That in addition, such amounts as may be nec-19

essary may be charged to the subsequent year appropria-20

tion for the payment of compensation, interest, or other21

benefits for any period subsequent to June 15 of the cur-22

rent year: Provided further, That in addition such amounts23

shall be paid from this fund into miscellaneous receipts24

as the Secretary of the Treasury determines to be the ad-25

ministrative expenses of the Department of the Treasury26
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for administering the fund during the current fiscal year,1

as authorized by section 9501(d)(5)(B) of that Act.2

OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY AND HEALTH ADMINISTRATION3

SALARIES AND EXPENSES4

For necessary expenses for the Occupational Safety5

and Health Administration, $294,640,000, including not6

to exceed $68,630,000, which shall be the maximum7

amount available for grants to States under section 23(g)8

of the Occupational Safety and Health Act, which grants9

shall be no less than fifty percent of the costs of State10

occupational safety and health programs required to be11

incurred under plans approved by the Secretary under sec-12

tion 18 of the Occupational Safety and Health Act of13

1970: Provided, That none of the funds appropriated14

under this paragraph shall be obligated or expended to15

prescribe, issue, administer, or enforce any standard, rule,16

regulation, or order under the Occupational Safety and17

Health Act of 1970 which is applicable to any person who18

is engaged in a farming operation which does not maintain19

a temporary labor camp and employs ten or fewer employ-20

ees: Provided further, That no funds appropriated under21

this paragraph shall be obligated or expended to admin-22

ister or enforce any standard, rule, regulation, or order23

under the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 197024

with respect to any employer of ten or fewer employees25
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who is included within a category having an occupational1

injury lost workday case rate, at the most precise Stand-2

ard Industrial Classification Code for which such data are3

published, less than the national average rate as such4

rates are most recently published by the Secretary, acting5

through the Bureau of Labor Statistics, in accordance6

with section 24 of that Act (29 U.S.C. 673), except—7

(1) to provide, as authorized by such Act, con-8

sultation, technical assistance, educational and train-9

ing services, and to conduct surveys and studies;10

(2) to conduct an inspection or investigation in11

response to an employee complaint, to issue a cita-12

tion for violations found during such inspection, and13

to assess a penalty for violations which are not cor-14

rected within a reasonable abatement period and for15

any willful violations found;16

(3) to take any action authorized by such Act17

with respect to imminent dangers;18

(4) to take any action authorized by such Act19

with respect to health hazards;20

(5) to take any action authorized by such Act21

with respect to a report of an employment accident22

which is fatal to one or more employees or which re-23

sults in hospitalization of two or more employees,24
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and to take any action pursuant to such investiga-1

tion authorized by such Act; and2

(6) to take any action authorized by such Act3

with respect to complaints of discrimination against4

employees for exercising rights under such Act:5

Provided further, That the foregoing proviso shall not6

apply to any person who is engaged in a farming operation7

which does not maintain a temporary labor camp and em-8

ploys ten or fewer employees.9

MINE SAFETY AND HEALTH ADMINISTRATION10

SALARIES AND EXPENSES11

For necessary expenses for the Mine Safety and12

Health Administration, $193,858,000, of which13

$5,740,000 shall be for the State Grants Program, includ-14

ing purchase and bestowal of certificates and trophies in15

connection with mine rescue and first-aid work, and the16

hire of passenger motor vehicles; the Secretary is author-17

ized to accept lands, buildings, equipment, and other con-18

tributions from public and private sources and to pros-19

ecute projects in cooperation with other agencies, Federal,20

State, or private; the Mine Safety and Health Administra-21

tion is authorized to promote health and safety education22

and training in the mining community through cooperative23

programs with States, industry, and safety associations;24

and any funds available to the Department may be used,25
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with the approval of the Secretary, to provide for the costs1

of mine rescue and survival operations in the event of a2

major disaster: Provided, That none of the funds appro-3

priated under this paragraph shall be obligated or ex-4

pended to carry out section 115 of the Federal Mine Safe-5

ty and Health Act of 1977 or to carry out that portion6

of section 104(g)(1) of such Act relating to the enforce-7

ment of any training requirements, with respect to shell8

dredging, or with respect to any sand, gravel, surface9

stone, surface clay, colloidal phosphate, or surface lime-10

stone mine.11

BUREAU OF LABOR STATISTICS12

SALARIES AND EXPENSES13

For necessary expenses for the Bureau of Labor Sta-14

tistics, including advances or reimbursements to State,15

Federal, and local agencies and their employees for serv-16

ices rendered, $281,768,000, together with not to exceed17

$51,927,000, which may be expended from the Employ-18

ment Security Administration account in the Unemploy-19

ment Trust Fund.20

DEPARTMENTAL MANAGEMENT21

SALARIES AND EXPENSES22

For necessary expenses for Departmental Manage-23

ment, including the hire of five sedans, and including up24

to $4,320,000 for the President’s Committee on Employ-25
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ment of People With Disabilities, $142,242,000, together1

with not to exceed $332,000, which may be expended from2

the Employment Security Administration account in the3

Unemployment Trust Fund.4

WORKING CAPITAL FUND5

Hereafter, funds received for services rendered to any6

entity or person for use of Departmental facilities, includ-7

ing associated utilities and security services, shall be cred-8

ited to and merged with this fund.9

ASSISTANT SECRETARY FOR VETERANS EMPLOYMENT10

AND TRAINING11

Not to exceed $186,648,000 may be derived from the12

Employment Security Administration account in the Un-13

employment Trust Fund to carry out the provisions of 3814

U.S.C. 2001–10 and 2021–26.15

OFFICE OF INSPECTOR GENERAL16

For salaries and expenses of the Office of Inspector17

General in carrying out the provisions of the Inspector18

General Act of 1978, as amended, $47,215,000, together19

with not to exceed $3,990,000, which may be expended20

from the Employment Security Administration account in21

the Unemployment Trust Fund.22

GENERAL PROVISION23

SEC. 101. The Secretary of Labor is authorized to24

accept, in the name of the Department of Labor, and em-25

ploy or dispose of in furtherance of authorized activities26
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of the Department of Labor, any money or property, real,1

personal, or mixed, tangible or intangible, received by gift,2

devise, bequest, or otherwise.3

This title may be cited as the ‘‘Department of Labor4

Appropriations Act, 1994’’.5

HEALTH RESOURCES AND SERVICES9

For carrying out titles II, III, VII, VIII, X, XII, XIX,10

427(a) of the Federal Coal Mine Health and Safety Act,12

title V of the Social Security Act, the Health Care Quality13

Improvement Act of 1986, as amended, Public Law 101–14

527, and the Native Hawaiian Health Care Act of 1988,15

as amended, $2,833,588,000, of which $415,000 shall re-16

main available until expended for interest subsidies on17

loan guarantees made prior to fiscal year 1981 under part18

B of title VII of the Public Health Service Act: Provided,19

That when the Department of Health and Human Serv-20

ices administers or operates an employee health program21

for any Federal department or agency, payment for the22

full estimated cost shall be made by way of reimbursement23

or in advance to this appropriation: Provided further, That24

of the funds made available under this heading, $942,00025
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shall be available until expended for facilities renovations1

at the Gillis W. Long Hansen’s Disease Center: Provided2

further, That in addition to fees authorized by section3

427(b) of the Health Care Quality Improvement Act of4

1986, fees shall be collected for the full disclosure of infor-5

mation under the Act sufficient to recover the full costs6

of operating the National Practitioner Data Bank, and7

shall remain available until expended to carry out that8

Act.9

MEDICAL FACILITIES GUARANTEE AND LOAN FUND10

FEDERAL INTEREST SUBSIDIES FOR MEDICAL FACILITIES11

For carrying out subsections (d) and (e) of section12

1602 of the Public Health Service Act, $9,000,000, to-13

gether with any amounts received by the Secretary in con-14

nection with loans and loan guarantees under title VI of15

the Public Health Service Act, to be available without fis-16

cal year limitation for the payment of interest subsidies.17

During the fiscal year, no commitments for direct loans18

or loan guarantees shall be made.19

HEALTH EDUCATION ASSISTANCE LOANS PROGRAM20

For the cost of guaranteed loans, such sums as may21

be necessary to carry out the purpose of the program, as22

authorized by title VII of the Public Health Service Act,23

as amended: Provided, That such costs, including the cost24

of modifying such loans, shall be as defined in section 50225
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of the Congressional Budget Act of 1974: Provided fur-1

ther, That these funds are available to subsidize gross obli-2

gations for the total loan principal any part of which is3

to be guaranteed at not to exceed $375,000,000. In addi-4

tion, for administrative expenses to carry out the guaran-5

teed loan program, $2,946,000.6

VACCINE INJURY COMPENSATION PROGRAM TRUST FUND7

For payments from the Vaccine Injury Compensation8

Program Trust Fund, such sums as may be necessary for9

claims associated with vaccine-related injury or death with10

respect to vaccines administered after September 30,11

1988, pursuant to subtitle 2 of title XXI of the Public12

Health Service Act, to remain available until expended:13

Provided, That for necessary administrative expenses, not14

to exceed $2,500,000 shall be available from the Trust15

Fund to the Secretary of Health and Human Services.16

VACCINE INJURY COMPENSATION17

For payment of claims resolved by the United States18

Court of Federal Claims related to the administration of19

vaccines before October 1, 1988, $80,000,000, to remain20

by the Secretary of Health and Human Services and for19

payment, in such amounts and subject to such terms and20

conditions, of such costs and expenses hereafter incurred21

by or on behalf of such person’s wife or offspring deter-22

mined by the Secretary to have suffered injury or disease23

from syphilis contracted from such person: Provided fur-24

ther, That amounts received by the National Center for25
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Health Statistics from reimbursements and interagency1

agreements and the sale of data tapes may be credited2

to this appropriation and shall remain available until ex-3

pended: Provided further, That in addition to amounts pro-4

vided herein, up to $28,873,000 shall be available from5

amounts available under section 241 of the Public Health6

Service Act, to carry out the National Center for Health7

Statistics surveys.8
