AN ACT
Making appropriations for the Department of the Interior

and related agencies for the fiscal year ending September

30, 1994, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the4

Department of the Interior and related agencies for the5

fiscal year ending September 30, 1994, and for other pur-6

poses, namely:7

nance of facilities, as authorized by law, in the management2

of lands and their resources under the jurisdiction of the3

Bureau of Land Management, including the general admin-4

istration of the Bureau of Land Management, $604,415,000,5

of which the following amounts shall remain available until6

expended: not to exceed $1,462,000 to be derived from the7

special receipt account established by section 4 of the Land8

and Water Conservation Fund Act of 1965, as amended (169

U.S.C. 460l–6a(i)), and $69,418,000 for the Automated10

Land and Mineral Record System Project: Provided, That11

appropriations herein made shall not be available for the12

destruction of healthy, unadopted, wild horses and burros13

in the care of the Bureau of Land Management or its con-14

tractors; and in addition, $15,300,000 for Mining Law Ad-15

ministration program operations to remain available16

through September 30, 1994, to be reduced by amounts col-17

SERVICE CHARGES, DEPOSITS, AND FORFEITURES1

For administrative expenses and other costs related to2

processing application documents and other authorizations3

for use and disposal of public lands and resources, for costs4

of providing copies of official public land documents, for5

monitoring construction, operation, and termination of fa-6

cilities in conjunction with use authorizations, and for re-7

habilitation of damaged property, such amounts as may be8

collected under sections 209(b), 304(a), 304(b), 305(a), and9

504(g) of the Act approved October 21, 1976 (43 U.S.C.10

1701), and sections 101 and 203 of Public Law 93–153,11

to be immediately available until expended: Provided, That12

notwithstanding any provision to the contrary of section13

305(a) of the Act of October 21, 1976 (43 U.S.C. 1735(a)),14

any moneys that have been or will be received pursuant15

to that section, whether as a result of forfeiture, com-16

promise, or settlement, if not appropriate for refund pursu-17

ant to section 305(c) of that Act (43 U.S.C. 1735(c)), shall18

be available and may be expended under the authority of19

this or subsequent appropriations Acts by the Secretary to20

improve, protect, or rehabilitate any public lands adminis-21

tered through the Bureau of Land Management which have22

been damaged by the action of a resource developer, pur-23

chaser, permittee, or any unauthorized person, without re-24

gard to whether all moneys collected from each such forfeit-25
