Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. REORGANIZATION OF ENFORCEMENT COMPO-

NENTS OF THE IMMIGRATION AND NATU-
RALIZATION SERVICE.

Not later than 3 years after the date of the enact-

ment of this Act, the Attorney General shall reorganize

the field enforcement operations of the Immigration and
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Naturalization Service into multi-state geographical areas

10 to be known as ‘“‘enforcement sectors’. Each enforcement
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sector shall be headed by a sector chief who shall report
directly to the Associate Commissioner for Enforcement.
Each sector chief shall be assisted by a chief patrol agent
who shall be in charge of patrol and interdiction efforts,
a deportation officer who shall oversee deportation en-
forcement, and a special agent in charge who shall be re-
sponsible for investigative operations and the enforcement
of the Immigration and Nationality Act and all other laws
related to immigration and naturalization within such sec-
tor unless any such power and authority is required to
be exercised by a higher authority or has been exclusively
delegated to another immigration official or class of immi-

gration officer.
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
