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TITLE I-DISCRETIONARY CAP
ADJUSTMENTS

SECTION 101. DOWNWARD ADJUSTMENT OF DISCRE-
TIONARY SPENDING LIMITS.

The discretionary spending limits (new budget au-
thority and outlays) for fiscal year 1994 set forth in sec-
tion 601(a)(2) of the Congressional Budget Act of 1974,
as adjusted in strict conformance with section 251 of the
Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of
1985, shall be reduced, as calculated by the Director of
the Office of Management and Budget, in amounts equal
to the aggregate amounts of rescissions under title Il for

that fiscal year.
