UNDER MEDICAID.

() IN GENERAL.—Section 1905(1)(2)(B) of the So-

5 cial Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1396d(1)(2)(B)), as amended
6 by section 13606(a) of the Omnibus Budget Reconciliation
7 Act of 1993, is amended—
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(1) by striking “or”” at the end of clause (iii);
and

(2) by redesignating clause (iv) as clause (v)
and inserting after clause (iii) the following new
clause:

“(iv) is an entity—

“(1) operated by a hospital whose inpa-
tients are predominantly individuals under 18
years of age;

“(I1) described in clause (iii), or which
would be described in clause (iii) but for the en-
tity’s failure to meet the requirements of sec-
tion 330(e)(3)(G) of the Public Health Service
Act;

“(11) with a consumer advisory board
composed of individuals, a majority of whom
are family members of patients served by the
entity, who advise the hospital operating the en-

tity on the entity’s annual budget, the selection
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of the entity’s general director, and other gen-
eral policies for the entity; and

“(1V) with written inpatient and outpatient
referral arrangements in effect with each Fed-
erally-qualified health center under this sub-
paragraph that is located or provides services

within the service area of the hospital operating
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the entity, or”.
9 (b) EFFecTivE DATE.—The amendments made by
10 subsection (a) shall apply to calendar quarters beginning
