“(3) Income in the case of a dislocated worker shall
be the income for the year for which the determination
is made. For the purpose of this paragraph, a dislocated
worker is a worker identified under title 111 of the Job
Training Partnership Act.”.

SEC. 2. EFFECTIVE DATE.

The amendment made by the section 1 shall be effec-
tive with respect to determinations of need for assistance
for periods of enrollment beginning on or after January
