AN ACT
Making appropriations for the Department of the Interior

and related agencies for the fiscal year ending September

30, 1995, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the4

fiscal year ending September 30, 1995, and for other pur-5

poses, namely:6

TITLE I—DEPARTMENT OF THE INTERIOR7

BUREAU OF LAND MANAGEMENT8

MANAGEMENT OF LANDS AND RESOURCES9

For expenses necessary for protection, use, improve-10

ment, development, disposal, cadastral surveying, classi-11

fication, and performance of other functions, including12
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maintenance of facilities, as authorized by law, in the1

management of lands and their resources under the juris-2

diction of the Bureau of Land Management, including the3

general administration of the Bureau of Land Manage-4

ment, Ω1æ$596,349,000 $598,480,000, to remain available5

until expended, including $1,462,000 to be derived from6

the special receipt account established by section 4 of the7

Land and Water Conservation Fund Act of 1965, as8

amended (16 U.S.C. 460l–6a(i)): Provided, That appro-9

priations herein made shall not be available for the de-10

struction of healthy, unadopted, wild horses and burros11

in the care of the Bureau of Land Management or its con-12

tractors; and in addition, $21,650,000 for Mining Law13

Administration program operations, to remain available14

until expended, to be reduced by amounts collected by the15

Bureau of Land Management and credited to this appro-16

priation from annual mining claim fees so as to result in17

a final appropriation estimated at not more than18

Ω2æ$596,349,000 $598,480,000: Provided further, That in19

addition to funds otherwise available, not to exceed20

$5,000,000 from annual mining claim fees shall be cred-21

ited to this account for the costs of administering the min-22

ing claim fee program, and shall remain available until23

expended.24
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FIRE PROTECTION1

For necessary expenses for fire use and management,2

and fire preparedness by the Department of the Interior,3

$114,968,000, to remain available until expended.4

EMERGENCY DEPARTMENT OF THE INTERIOR5

FIREFIGHTING FUND6

For emergency rehabilitation, severity7

presuppression, and wildfire operations of the Department8

of the Interior, $121,176,000, to remain available until9

expended: Provided, That such funds also are available for10

repayment of advances to other appropriation accounts11

from which funds were previously transferred for such12

purposes: Provided further, That notwithstanding any13

other provision of law, persons hired pursuant to 4314

U.S.C. 1469 may be furnished subsistence and lodging15

until expended: Provided, That, notwithstanding 315

U.S.C. 3302, sums recovered from or paid by a party in6

advance of or as reimbursement for remedial action or re-7

sponse activities conducted by the Department pursuant8

to sections 107 or 113(f) of the Comprehensive Environ-9

mental Response, Compensation and Liability Act, as10

amended (42 U.S.C. 9607 or 9613(f)), shall be credited11

to this account and shall be available without further ap-12

propriation and shall remain available until expended: Pro-13

vided further, That such sums recovered from or paid by14

any party are not limited to monetary payments and may15

include stocks, bonds or other personal or real property,16

which may be retained, liquidated, or otherwise disposed17

of by the Secretary of the Interior and which shall be cred-18

ited to this account.19

on adjacent rights-of-way; and acquisition of lands or in-20

Acts by the Secretary to improve, protect, or rehabilitate15

any public lands administered through the Bureau of16

Land Management which have been damaged by the ac-17

tion of a resource developer, purchaser, permittee, or any18

unauthorized person, without regard to whether all mon-19

eys collected from each such forfeiture, compromise, or20

settlement are used on the exact lands damage to which21

led to the forfeiture, compromise, or settlement: Provided22

further, That such moneys are in excess of amounts need-23

ed to repair damage to the exact land for which collected.24

visions of the Comprehensive Environmental Response,6

Compensation, and Liability Act, as amended (42 U.S.C.7

9601, et seq.), Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as8

amended (33 U.S.C. 1251, et seq.), the Oil Pollution Act9

of 1990 (Public Law 101–380), and the Act of July 27,10
