shall be paid from this fund into miscellaneous receipts24

as the Secretary of the Treasury determines to be the ad-25

ministrative expenses of the Department of the Treasury26
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for administering the fund during the current fiscal year,1

as authorized by section 9501(d)(5)(B) of that Act.2

is applicable to any person who is engaged in a farming24

operation which does not maintain a temporary labor25
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camp and employs ten or fewer employees: Provided fur-1

ther, That no funds appropriated under this paragraph2

shall be obligated or expended to administer or enforce3

any standard, rule, regulation, or order under the Occupa-4

tional Safety and Health Act of 1970 with respect to any5

employer of ten or fewer employees who is included within6

a category having an occupational injury lost workday case7

rate, at the most precise Standard Industrial Classifica-8

tion Code for which such data are published, less than the9

national average rate as such rates are most recently pub-10

lished by the Secretary, acting through the Bureau of11

Labor Statistics, in accordance with section 24 of that Act12

(29 U.S.C. 673), except—13

(1) to provide, as authorized by such Act, con-14

sultation, technical assistance, educational and train-15

ing services, and to conduct surveys and studies;16

(2) to conduct an inspection or investigation in17

response to an employee complaint, to issue a cita-18

tion for violations found during such inspection, and19

to assess a penalty for violations which are not cor-20

rected within a reasonable abatement period and for21

any willful violations found;22

(3) to take any action authorized by such Act23

with respect to imminent dangers;24
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(4) to take any action authorized by such Act1

with respect to health hazards;2

(5) to take any action authorized by such Act3

with respect to a report of an employment accident4

which is fatal to one or more employees or which re-5

sults in hospitalization of two or more employees,6

and to take any action pursuant to such investiga-7

tion authorized by such Act; and8

(6) to take any action authorized by such Act9

with respect to complaints of discrimination against10

employees for exercising rights under such Act:11

Provided further, That the foregoing proviso shall not12

apply to any person who is engaged in a farming operation13

which does not maintain a temporary labor camp and em-14

ploys ten or fewer employees.15

MINE SAFETY AND HEALTH ADMINISTRATION16

SALARIES AND EXPENSES17

For necessary expenses for the Mine Safety and18

Health Administration, $197,519,000, of which19

$5,851,000 shall be for the State Grants Program, includ-20

ing purchase and bestowal of certificates and trophies in21

connection with mine rescue and first-aid work, and the22

hire of passenger motor vehicles; the Secretary is author-23

ized to accept lands, buildings, equipment, and other con-24

tributions from public and private sources and to pros-25
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ecute projects in cooperation with other agencies, Federal,1

State, or private; the Mine Safety and Health Administra-2

tion is authorized to promote health and safety education3

and training in the mining community through cooperative4

programs with States, industry, and safety associations;5

and any funds available to the Department may be used,6

with the approval of the Secretary, to provide for the costs7

of mine rescue and survival operations in the event of a8

major disaster: Provided, That none of the funds appro-9

priated under this paragraph shall be obligated or ex-10

pended to carry out section 115 of the Federal Mine Safe-11

ty and Health Act of 1977 or to carry out that portion12

of section 104(g)(1) of such Act relating to the enforce-13

ment of any training requirements, with respect to shell14

dredging, or with respect to any sand, gravel, surface15

stone, surface clay, colloidal phosphate, or surface lime-16

stone mine.17

BUREAU OF LABOR STATISTICS18

SALARIES AND EXPENSES19

For necessary expenses for the Bureau of Labor Sta-20

tistics, including advances or reimbursements to State,21

Federal, and local agencies and their employees for serv-22

ices rendered, $296,761,000, of which $5,134,000 shall be23

for expenses of revising the Consumer Price Index and24

shall remain available until September 30, 1996, together25
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with not to exceed $54,102,000, which may be expended1

from the Employment Security Administration account in2

the Unemployment Trust Fund.3

DEPARTMENTAL MANAGEMENT4

SALARIES AND EXPENSES5

For necessary expenses for Departmental Manage-6

ment, including the hire of five sedans, and including up7

to $4,392,000 for the President’s Committee on Employ-8

ment of People With Disabilities, $156,002,000, which in-9

cludes $6,500,000 which shall remain available until ex-10

pended for use by appropriate Departmental agencies for11

SEC. 101. None of the funds in the Employees’ Com-6

pensation Fund under 5 U.S.C. 8147 shall hereafter be7

expended for payment of compensation, benefits, and ex-8

penses to any individual convicted of a violation of 189

U.S.C. 1920, or of any felony fraud related to the applica-10

tion for or receipt of benefits under subchapters I or III11

of chapter 81 of title 5, United States Code.12

SEC. 102. None of the funds appropriated under this13

Act shall be expended by the Secretary of Labor to imple-14

ment or administer either the final or proposed regulations15

referred to in section 303 of Public Law 102–27.16

(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)17

SEC. 103. Not to exceed 1 percent of any appropria-18

tion made available for the current fiscal year for the De-19

partment of Labor in this Act may be transferred between20

such appropriations, but no such appropriation shall be21

increased by more than 3 percent by any such transfers:22

Provided, That any transfer pursuant to this section shall23

be treated as a reprogramming of funds under section 10424

of this Act and shall not be available for obligation or ex-25
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penditure except in compliance with the procedures set1

forth in that section.2

SEC. 104. (a) None of the funds provided under this3

Act to the Department of Labor shall be available for obli-4

gation or expenditure through a reprogramming of funds5

which: (1) creates new programs; (2) eliminates a pro-6

gram, project, or activity; (3) increases funds or personnel7

by any means for any project or activity for which funds8

have been denied or restricted; (4) relocates an office or9

employees; (5) reorganizes offices, programs, or activities;10

or (6) contracts out or privatizes any functions or activi-11

ties presently performed by Federal employees; unless the12

Appropriations Committees of both Houses of Congress13

are notified fifteen days in advance of such14

reprogramming of funds.15

(b) None of the funds provided under this Act to the16

Department of Labor shall be available for obligation or17

expenditure for activities, programs, or projects through18

a reprogramming of funds in excess of $500,000 or 1019

percent, whichever is less, that: (1) augments existing pro-20

grams, projects, or activities; (2) reduces by 10 percent21

funding for any existing program, project, or activity, or22

numbers of personnel by 10 percent as approved by Con-23

gress; or (3) results from any general savings from a re-24

duction in personnel which would result in a change in25
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existing programs, activities, or projects as approved by1

Congress, unless the Appropriations Committees of both2

Houses of Congress are notified fifteen days in advance3

of such reprogramming of funds.4

This title may be cited as the ‘‘Department of Labor5

Appropriations Act, 1995’’.6

full estimated cost shall be made by way of reimbursement24

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of the funds made available under this heading, $933,0001

shall be available until expended for facilities renovations2

at the Gillis W. Long Hansen’s Disease Center: Provided3

further, That in addition to fees authorized by section4

427(b) of the Health Care Quality Improvement Act of5

1986, fees shall be collected for the full disclosure of infor-6

mation under the Act sufficient to recover the full costs7

of operating the National Practitioner Data Bank, and8

shall remain available until expended to carry out that9

Act.10

No part of any appropriation contained in19

this Act shall remain available for obligation beyond the20

current fiscal year unless expressly so provided herein.21

SEC. 504. (a) No part of any appropriation contained22

in this Act shall be used, other than for normal and recog-23

nized executive-legislative relationships, for publicity or24

propaganda purposes, for the preparation, distribution, or25
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use of any kit, pamphlet, booklet, publication, radio, tele-1

vision, or film presentation designed to support or defeat2

legislation pending before the Congress, except in presen-3

tation to the Congress itself.4

(b) No part of any appropriation contained in this5

Act shall be used to pay the salary or expenses of any6

grant or contract recipient, or agent acting for such recipi-7

ent, related to any activity designed to influence legislation8

or appropriations pending before the Congress.9

SEC. 505. The Secretaries of Labor and Education10

are each authorized to make available not to exceed11

$15,000 from funds available for salaries and expenses12

under titles I and III, respectively, for official reception13

and representation expenses; the Director of the Federal14

Mediation and Conciliation Service is authorized to make15

available for official reception and representation expenses16

not to exceed $2,500 from the funds available for ‘‘Sala-17

ries and expenses, Federal Mediation and Conciliation18

Service’’; and the Chairman of the National Mediation19

Board is authorized to make available for official reception20

and representation expenses not to exceed $2,500 from21

funds available for ‘‘Salaries and expenses, National Medi-22

ation Board’’.23

SEC. 506. Notwithstanding any other provision of24

this Act, no funds appropriated under this Act shall be25
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used to carry out any program of distributing sterile nee-1

dles for the hypodermic injection of any illegal drug unless2

the Surgeon General of the United States determines that3

such programs are effective in preventing the spread of4

HIV and do not encourage the use of illegal drugs, except5

that such funds may be used for such purposes in further-6

ance of demonstrations or studies authorized in the7

ADAMHA Reorganization Act (Public Law 102–321).8

SEC. 507. No funds appropriated pursuant to this9

Act may be expended by an entity unless the entity agrees10

that in expending the assistance the entity will comply11

with sections 2 through 4 of the Act of March 3, 193312

(41 U.S.C. 10a–10c, popularly known as the ‘‘Buy Amer-13

ican Act’’).14

SEC. 508. When issuing statements, press releases,15

requests for proposals, bid solicitations and other docu-16

ments describing projects or programs funded in whole or17

in part with Federal money, all grantees receiving Federal18

funds, including but not limited to State and local govern-19

ments and recipients of Federal research grants, shall20

clearly state (1) the percentage of the total costs of the21

program or project which will be financed with Federal22

money, (2) the dollar amount of Federal funds for the23

project or program, and (3) percentage and dollar amount24
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of the total costs of the project or program that will be1

financed by nongovernmental sources.2

SEC. 509. None of the funds appropriated under this3

Act shall be expended for any abortion except when it is4

made known to the Federal entity or official to which5

funds are appropriated under this Act that such procedure6

is necessary to save the life of the mother or that the preg-7

nancy is the result of an act of rape or incest.8

SEC. 510. No funds appropriated herein shall be used9

to implement any regulation promulgated under section10

481(b)(6) of the Higher Education Act of 1965, as11

amended, prior to July 1, 1995.12

SEC. 511. None of the funds appropriated or other-13

wise made available under this Act may be obligated in14

violation of existing Federal law or regulation already pro-15

hibiting such benefit or assistance.16

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Departments of Labor,17

Health and Human Services, and Education, and Related18

Agencies Appropriations Act, 1995’’.19
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
