SECTION 1. ALTERNATIVE TEACHER CERTIFICATION3

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 3452(c) of title 38,5

United States Code, is amended by adding at the end the6

following: ‘‘For the period ending on September 30, 1996,7

such term includes entities that provide training required8

for completion of any State-approved alternative teacher9

certification program (as determined by the Secretary).’’.10
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(b) CLARIFYING AMENDMENT.—Section 3002 of title1

38, United States Code, is amended by adding at the end2

thereof the following:3

‘‘(8) The term ‘educational institution’ has the4

meaning given such term in section 3452(c) of this5

title.’’.6

(c) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by7

this section shall be effective on the date of enactment of8

this Act.9
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
