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SECTION 1. TITLE 11, UNITED STATES CODE.1

‘‘(2) In this subsection (except as provided in paragraph (3)), a passenger29

automobile is deemed to be manufactured domestically in a model year if at30

least 75 percent of the cost to the manufacturer is attributable to value added31

in the United States or Canada, unless the assembly of the automobile is com-32

pleted in Canada and the automobile is imported into the United States more33

than 30 days after the end of the model year.34

‘‘(3)(A) In this subsection, a passenger automobile is deemed to be manu-35

factured domestically in a model year, as provided in subparagraph (B) of36

this paragraph, if at least 75 percent of the cost to the manufacturer is attrib-37

utable to value added in the United States, Canada, or Mexico, unless the as-38

sembly of the automobile is completed in Canada or Mexico and the auto-39

mobile is imported into the United States more than 30 days after the end40

of the model year.41
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‘‘(B) Subparagraph (A) of this paragraph applies to automobiles manufac-1

tured by a manufacturer and sold in the United States, regardless of the place2

of assembly, as follows:3

‘‘(i) A manufacturer that began assembling automobiles in Mexico be-4

fore model year 1992 may elect, during the period from January 1, 1997,5

through January 1, 2004, to have subparagraph (A) of this paragraph6

apply to all automobiles manufactured by that manufacturer beginning7

with the model year that begins after the date of the election.8

‘‘(ii) For a manufacturer that began assembling automobiles in Mexico9

after model year 1991, subparagraph (A) of this paragraph applies to10

all automobiles manufactured by that manufacturer beginning with the11

model year that begins after January 1, 1994, or the model year begin-12

ning after the date the manufacturer begins assembling automobiles in13

Mexico, whichever is later.14

‘‘(iii) A manufacturer not described in clause (i) or (ii) of this sub-15

paragraph that assembles automobiles in the United States or Canada,16

but not in Mexico, may elect, during the period from January 1, 1997,17

through January 1, 2004, to have subparagraph (A) of this paragraph18

apply to all automobiles manufactured by that manufacturer beginning19

with the model year that begins after the date of the election. However,20

if the manufacturer begins assembling automobiles in Mexico before mak-21

ing an election under this subparagraph, this clause does not apply, and22

the manufacturer is subject to clause (ii) of this subparagraph.23

‘‘(iv) For a manufacturer that does not assemble automobiles in the24

United States, Canada, or Mexico, subparagraph (A) of this paragraph25

applies to all automobiles manufactured by that manufacturer beginning26

with the model year that begins after January 1, 1994.27

‘‘(v) For a manufacturer described in clause (i) or (iii) of this sub-28

paragraph that does not make an election within the specified period,29

subparagraph (A) of this paragraph applies to all automobiles manufac-30

tured by that manufacturer beginning with the model year that begins31

after January 1, 2004.32

‘‘(C) The Secretary of Transportation shall prescribe reasonable procedures33

for elections under subparagraph (B) of this paragraph.34

‘‘(4) In this subsection, the fuel economy of a passenger automobile that is35

not manufactured domestically is deemed to be equal to the average fuel econ-36

omy of all passenger automobiles manufactured by the same manufacturer37

that are not manufactured domestically.’’.38

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‘‘(b) EXAMINATION OF FUEL ECONOMY REPRESENTATIONS.—The Federal1

Trade Commission shall establish a program for systematically examining2

fuel economy representations made with respect to retrofit devices. Whenever3

the Commission has reason to believe that any representation may be inac-4

curate, the Commission shall request the Administrator to evaluate, in accord-5

ance with subsection (c) of this section, the retrofit device with respect to6

which the representation was made.7

‘‘(c) EVALUATION OF RETROFIT DEVICES.—(1) On application of any8

manufacturer of a retrofit device (or prototype of a retrofit device), on request9

of the Commission under subsection (b) of this section, or on the motion of10

the Administrator, the Administrator shall evaluate, in accordance with regu-11

lations prescribed under subsection (e) of this section, any retrofit device to12

determine whether the retrofit device increases fuel economy and to determine13

whether the representations, if any, made with respect to the retrofit device14

are accurate.15

‘‘(2) If under paragraph (1) of this subsection, the Administrator tests, or16

causes to be tested, any retrofit device on the application of a manufacturer17

of the device, the manufacturer shall supply, at the manufacturer’s expense,18

one or more samples of the device to the Administrator and shall be liable19

for the costs of testing incurred by the Administrator. The procedures for test-20

ing retrofit devices so supplied may include a requirement for preliminary21

testing by a qualified independent testing laboratory, at the expense of the22

manufacturer of the device.23

‘‘(d) RESULTS OF TESTS AND PUBLICATION IN FEDERAL REGISTER.—(1)24

The Administrator shall publish in the Federal Register a summary of the25

results of all tests conducted under this section, together with the Administra-26

tor’s conclusions as to—27

‘‘(A) the effect of any retrofit device on fuel economy;28

‘‘(B) the effect of the device on emissions of air pollutants; and29

‘‘(C) any other information the Administrator determines to be rel-30

evant in evaluating the device.31

‘‘(2) The summary and conclusions shall also be submitted to the Secretary32

of Transportation and the Commission.33

‘‘(e) REGULATIONS ESTABLISHING TESTS AND PROCEDURES FOR EVALUA-34

TION OF RETROFIT DEVICES.—The Administrator shall prescribe regulations35

establishing—36

‘‘(1) testing and other procedures for evaluating the extent to which37

retrofit devices affect fuel economy and emissions of air pollutants; and38

‘‘(2) criteria for evaluating the accuracy of fuel economy representa-39

tions made with respect to retrofit devices.’’.40

SEC. 10. LEGISLATIVE PURPOSE AND CONSTRUCTION.25

(a) NO SUBSTANTIVE CHANGE.—This Act restates, without substantive26

change, laws enacted before September 26, 1994, that were replaced by this27

Act. This Act may not be construed as making a substantive change in the28

laws replaced. Laws enacted after September 25, 1994, that are inconsistent29

with this Act supersede this Act to the extent of the inconsistency.30

(b) REFERENCES.—A reference to a law replaced by this Act, including a31

reference in a regulation, order, or other law, is deemed to refer to the cor-32

responding provision enacted by this Act.33

(c) CONTINUING EFFECT.—An order, rule, or regulation in effect under a34

law replaced by this Act continues in effect under the corresponding provision35

enacted by this Act until repealed, amended, or superseded.36

(d) ACTIONS AND OFFENSES UNDER PRIOR LAW.—An action taken or an37

offense committed under a law replaced by this Act is deemed to have been38

taken or committed under the corresponding provision enacted by this Act.39
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(e) INFERENCES.—An inference of a legislative construction is not to be1

drawn by reason of the location in the United States Code of a provision en-2

acted by this Act or by reason of a caption or catch line of the provision.3

(f) SEVERABILITY.—If a provision enacted by this Act is held invalid, all4

valid provisions that are severable from the invalid provision remain in effect.5

If a provision enacted by this Act is held invalid in any of its applications,6

the provision remains valid for all valid applications that are severable from7

any of the invalid applications.8

SEC. 11. REPEALS.9

(a) INFERENCES OF REPEAL.—The repeal of a law by this Act may not10

be construed as a legislative inference that the provision was or was not in11

effect before its repeal.12

(b) REPEALER SCHEDULE.—The laws specified in the following schedule13

are repealed, except for rights and duties that matured, penalties that were14

incurred, and proceedings that were begun before the date of enactment of this15
