SEC. 4. AGENCY ACTIONS.

The first sentence of section 7(a)(2) of the Endan-
gered Species Act of 1973 (16 U.S.C. 1536(a)(2)) is
amended by inserting after “‘by such agency’ the follow-
ing: “that results in the expenditure of $500,000 or

more”’.
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
