“(d) PENALTIES.—ANY toll service reseller who vio-
lates any provision of this section—

“(1) shall be subject to the same penalties and
forfeitures as are available under this Act with re-
spect to a violation of this Act by a common carrier;
and

“(2) may be ordered by the Commission or a
State commission to pay the expenses of any person
affected by such violation in obtaining reconnection

to another reseller or carrier.
