Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE AND TABLE OF CONTENTS.3

(a) SHORT TITLE.—This Act may be cited as the4

‘‘Watermelon Research and Promotion Improvement Act5

of 1993’’.6
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(b) TABLE OF CONTENTS.—The table of contents for1

SEC. 2. CHANGE TO MAJORITY VOTE IN REFERENDUM PRO-3

CEDURES.4

Section 1653 of the Watermelon Research and Pro-5

motion Act (7 U.S.C. 4912) is amended—6

(1) by inserting ‘‘(a)’’ after ‘‘SEC. 1653.’’;7

(2) by striking the third sentence; and8

(3) inserting at the end the following new sub-9

section:10

‘‘(b) A plan issued under this subtitle shall not take11

effect unless the Secretary determines that the issuance12

of the plan is approved or favored by a majority of the13

producers and handlers (and importers if subject to the14

plan) voting in the referendum.’’.15

SEC. 3. EXPANSION OF WATERMELON PLANS TO ENTIRE16

UNITED STATES.17

(a) DEFINITIONS.—Section 1643 of the Watermelon18

Research and Promotion Act (7 U.S.C. 4902(3)) is19

amended—20
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(1) in paragraph (3), by striking ‘‘the forty-1

eight contiguous States of’’; and2

(2) by adding at the end the following new3

paragraph:4

‘‘(10) The term ‘United States’ means each of5

the several States and the District of Columbia.’’.6

(b) ISSUANCE OF PLANS.—The last sentence of sec-7

tion 1644 of such Act (7 U.S.C. 4903) is amended by8

striking ‘‘the forty-eight contiguous States of’’.9

SEC. 4. CLARIFICATION OF DIFFERENCES BETWEEN PRO-10

DUCERS AND HANDLERS.11

Section 1647(c) of the Watermelon Research and12

Promotion Act (7 U.S.C. 4906(c)) is amended by adding13

at the end the following:14

‘‘(3) If a producer purchases watermelons from other15

producers, in a combined total volume that is equal to 2516

percent or more of the producer’s own production, the pro-17

ducer shall be eligible to serve on the Board only as a18

representative of handlers and not as a representative of19

producers.’’.20

SEC. 5. CLARIFICATION OF COLLECTION OF ASSESSMENTS21

BY THE BOARD.22

Section 1647 of the Watermelon Research and Pro-23

motion Act (7 U.S.C. 4906) is amended—24
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(1) in subsection (f), by striking ‘‘collection of1

the assessments by the Board’’ and inserting ‘‘pay-2

ment of the assessments to the Board.’’; and3

(2) in paragraphs (1) and (3) of subsection (g),4

by striking ‘‘collected’’ and inserting ‘‘received’’.5

SEC. 6. CHANGES TO ASSESSMENT RATE NOT SUBJECT TO6

FORMAL RULEMAKING.7

Section 1647(f) of the Watermelon Research and8

Promotion Act (7 U.S.C. 4906(f)), as amended by section9

5(1), is further amended by adding at the end the follow-10

ing new sentences: ‘‘In fixing or changing the rate of as-11

sessment pursuant to the plan, the Secretary shall comply12

with the notice and comment procedures established under13

section 553 of title 5, United States Code. Sections 55614

and 557 of such title shall not apply with respect to fixing15

or changing the rate of assessment.’’.16

SEC. 7. ELIMINATION OF WATERMELON ASSESSMENT RE-17

FUND.18

Section 1647(h) of the Watermelon Research and19

Promotion Act (7 U.S.C. 4906(h)) is amended—20

(1) by inserting ‘‘(1) Except as provided in21

paragraph (2)’’ after ‘‘(h)’’; and22

(3) by adding at the end the following new23

paragraph:24
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‘‘(2) If approved in the referendum required by sec-1

tion 1655(b) relating to the elimination of the assessment2

refund under paragraph (1), the Secretary shall amend3

the plan which is in effect on the day before the date of4

the enactment of the Watermelon Research and Promotion5

Improvement Act of 1993 to eliminate such refund provi-6

sion.’’.7

SEC. 8. EQUITABLE TREATMENT OF WATERMELON PLANS.8

(a) DEFINITIONS.—Section 1643 of the Watermelon9

Research and Promotion Act (7 U.S.C. 4902), as amended10

by section 3(a), is further amended—11

(1) in paragraph (3), by striking the semicolon12

at the end and inserting the following: ‘‘or imported13

into the United States.’’;14

(2) by redesignating paragraphs (6) and (7) as15

paragraphs (8) and (9), respectively; and16

(3) by inserting after paragraph (5) the follow-17

ing new paragraphs:18

‘‘(6) The term ‘importer’ means any person19

who imports watermelons into the United States.20

‘‘(7) The term ‘plan’ means an order issued by21

the Secretary under this subtitle.’’.22

(b) ISSUANCE OF PLANS.—Section 1644 of such Act23

If importers are subject to the plan and1

fail to select a nominee for appointment to the Board, the2

Secretary may appoint any importer as the representative3

of importers.’’.4

The rate of assessment for importers (if subject to18

the plan) shall be equal to the combined rate for19

producers and handlers.’’.20

porter required to pay assessments under the plan shall13

be responsible for payment to the Board, as it may direct,14

of the assessment. The assessment on imported water-15

melons shall be equal to the combined rate for domestic16

producers and handlers and shall be paid by the importer17

to the Board at the time of the entry of the watermelons18

into the United States. Each such importer shall maintain19

a separate record including the total quantity of water-20

melons imported into the United States that are included21

under the terms of the plan, as well as those that are ex-22

empt under such plan, and shall indicate such other infor-23

mation as may be prescribed by the Board. No more than24
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one assessment shall be made on any imported water-1

melons.’’;2

SEC. 9. SEPARATE CONSIDERATION OF WATERMELON3

PLAN AMENDMENTS.4

Section 1655 of the Watermelon Research and Pro-5

motion Act (7 U.S.C. 4914) is amended—6

(1) by inserting ‘‘(a)’’ before ‘‘The provisions’’;7

and8

(2) by adding at the end the following new sub-9

sections:10

‘‘(b) The amendments described in subsection (c)11

that are required to be made by the Secretary to a plan12

as a result of the amendments made by the Watermelon13

Research and Promotion Improvement Act of 1993 shall14

be subject to separate line item voting and approval in15

a referendum conducted pursuant to section 1653 before16

the Secretary alters the plan as in effect on the day before17

the date of the enactment of such Act.18

‘‘(c) The amendments referred to in subsection (b)19

are those amendments required under—20

‘‘(1) section 7 of the Watermelon Research and21

Promotion Improvement Act of 1993 relating to the22

elimination of the assessment refund; and23

‘‘(2) section 8 of such Act relating to subjecting24

importers to the terms and conditions of the plan.25
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‘‘(d) When conducting the referendum relating to1

subjecting importers to the terms and conditions of a plan,2

the Secretary shall include as eligible voters in the referen-3

dum producers, handlers, and importers who would be4

subject to the plan if the amendments are approved.’’.5
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
