A BILL

Making emergency supplemental appropriations for the fiscal
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year ending September 30, 1993, for urgently needed
assistance for the homeless as authorized in the Stewart
B. McKinney Homeless Assistance Act.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
That the following sums are appropriated, out of any
money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, to pro-
vide emergency supplemental appropriations for the fiscal
year ending September 30, 1993, for urgently need assist-

ance for the homeless, namely:
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TITLE I —DEPARTMENT OF
HOUSING AND URBAN DEVEL-
OPMENT

HOMELESS ASSISTANCE
EMERGENCY SHELTER GRANTS PROGRAM

For the emergency shelter grants program, as au-
thorized in subtitle B of title IV of the Stewart B. McKin-
ney Homeless Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 11371 et seq.),
$88,000,000, to remain available until expended.

SAFE HAVENS FOR HOMELESS INDIVIDUALS
DEMONSTRATION PROGRAM

For the safe havens for homeless individuals dem-
onstration program, as authorized in subtitle D of title
IV of the Stewart B. McKinney Homeless Assistance Act
(42 U.S.C. 11391 et seq.), as added by section 1404 of
the Housing and Community Development Act of 1992
(Public Law 102-550), $15,000,000, to remain available
until expended.

RURAL HOMELESSNESS GRANT PROGRAM

For the rural homelessness grant program, as au-
thorized in section 491 of the Stewart B. McKinney
Homeless Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 11408), as added by
section 1408 of the Housing and Community Development
Act of 1992 (Public Law 102-550), $15,000,000, to re-

main available until expended.
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TITLE II—FEDERAL EMERGENCY
MANAGEMENT AGENCY
EMERGENCY FOOD AND SHELTER PROGRAM

For the emergency food and shelter program, as au-
thorized in title 111 of the Stewart B. McKinney Homeless
Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 11331 et seq.), $51,000,000,
to remain available until expended.

TITLE IHI—GENERAL
PROVISIONS

The Congress hereby designates all amounts appro-
priated by this Act as emergency requirements for all pur-
poses of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Con-
trol Act of 1985.

This Act may be cited as the “Emergency Hunger
and Homelessness Relief Appropriations Act of 1993”.
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
