Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. CLASSIFICATION AND PAY OF MEMBERS OF3

BOARD OF VETERANS’ APPEALS.4

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 7101(b)(2)(A) of title 38,5

United States Code, is amended by adding at the end the6

following: ‘‘A member of the Board (other than the Chair-7

man and Vice Chairman) shall receive compensation under8
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the provisions of section 5372 of title 5 and other benefits1

equal to those payable to an administrative law judge.’’.2

(b) SAVINGS PROVISION.—The rate of basic pay pay-3

able to an individual who is a member of the Board of4

Veterans’ Appeals on the date of the enactment of this5

Act may not be reduced by reason of the amendment made6

by subsection (a) below the rate payable to such individual7

on the day before the effective date specified in subsection8

(c).9

(c) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by10

subsection (a) shall take effect on the first day of the first11

pay period beginning after the date of the enactment of12

this Act.13
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
