(c) STATE LAW.—Any allocation or reallocation from17

existing uses of water stored in the Boysen Dam and Res-18

ervoir resulting from this section shall be pursuant to the19

laws of the State of Wyoming and under Federal reclama-20

tion laws (Act of June 17, 1902 (32 Stat. 388), and Acts21

supplementary thereto and amendatory thereof) applicable22

to the Pick-Sloan Missouri Basin Program.23
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
