Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. REAUTHORIZATION OF MAGNUSON FISHERIES

CONSERVATION AND MANAGEMENT ACT.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Title IV of the Magnuson Fishery

Conservation and Management Act (90 Stat. 359-361) is
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amended to read as follows:
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“TITLE IV. MISCELLANEOUS
PROVISIONS
“SEC. 401. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.

“There are authorized to be appropriated to the Sec-
retary, for purposes of carrying out the provisions of this
Act, not to exceed the following sums:

“(1) $102,000,000 for fiscal year 1993.
“(2) $106,000,000 for fiscal year 1994.
“(3) $110,000,000 for fiscal year 1995.
“(4) $114,000,000 for fiscal year 1996.
“(5) $118,000,000 for fiscal year 1997.".
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12 (b) CLERICAL AMENDMENT.—The table of contents
13 in the first section of the Magnuson Fishery Conservation
14 and Management Act (16 U.S.C. 1801 note) is amended
15 by striking the items relating to each of sections 402, 403,
16 404, 405, and 406 and inserting the following:

““Sec. 401. Authorization of appropriations.”.
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
