Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. EXCLUSION OF PROPERTY TAX REBATE FROM

INCOME.

For purposes of section 3(b)(4) of the United States
Housing Act of 1937 and section 202 of the Housing Act
of 1959 (as amended by section 801(a) of the Cranston-
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Gonzalez National Affordable Housing Act), the term “in-
come’ shall not include any rebate for property taxes paid
on a homestead or paid through rent on a homestead re-
ceived by any member of a family under sections 1
through 10 of Public Law 1990, chapter 61, of the State
of New Jersey (N.J.S.A., c. 54:4—8.57 to 54:4—8.66),
Or any successor provision.
SEC. 2. APPLICABILITY.

This Act shall apply with respect to any rebate re-
ferred to in section 1 that is received after January 1,

1991.
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
