Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Primary Health Care4

Investment Act of 1993’’.5

1994, $782,577,000 for fiscal year 1995, $894,374,40012

for fiscal year 1996, $1,006,171,200 for fiscal year 1997,13

and $1,117,968,000 for fiscal year 1998.’’.14

and by striking ‘‘through 2000.’’ and inserting the follow-19

ing: ‘‘and 1993, $91,155,600 for fiscal year 1994,20

$106,348,200 for fiscal year 1995, $121,540,800 for fis-21

cal year 1996, $136,733,400 for fiscal year 1997, and22

$151,926,000 for fiscal year 1998.’’.23

‘‘(A) DETERMINING NATIONAL AVERAGE19

SALARY PER FTE RESIDENT IN FISCAL YEAR20

1989.—The Secretary shall determine the na-21

tional average salary for fiscal year 1991 for a22

full-time-equivalent resident in an approved23

medical residency training program.24
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‘‘(B) UPDATING TO A COST REPORTING1

PERIOD THAT BEGINS IN FISCAL YEAR 1994.—2

The Secretary shall update the amount deter-3

mined under subparagraph (A) by the esti-4

mated percentage change in the consumer price5

index from the midpoint of fiscal year 1989 to6

the midpoint of each cost reporting period that7

begins in fiscal year 1994.8

‘‘(C) UPDATING TO SUBSEQUENT COST RE-9

PORTING PERIODS.—For each subsequent cost10

reporting period, the Secretary shall update the11

amount determined under subparagraph (B) or12

this subparagraph for an immediately preceding13

cost reporting period by the estimated percent-14

age change in the consumer price index from15

the midpoint of that preceding period to the16

midpoint of that subsequent period, with appro-17

priate adjustments to reflect previous under- or18

over-estimations in the estimated percentage19

change in that index.’’;20

(2) in paragraph (3)(B)(i), by striking ‘‘hos-21

pital’s’’; and22

(3) in paragraph (4), by amending subpara-23

graph (C) to read as follows:24

‘‘(C) WEIGHTING FACTOR FOR CERTAIN1

RESIDENTS.—Such rules shall provide, in cal-2

culating the number of full-time-equivalent resi-3

dents in an approved residency program—4

‘‘(i) that the weighting factor for a5

primary care (as defined by the Secretary)6

resident, or for an intern, is 2.2,7

‘‘(ii) that the weighting factor for a8

nonprimary care resident who is in the9

resident’s initial residency period is 2.0,10

and11

‘‘(iii) that the weighting factor for a12

nonprimary care resident who is not in the13

resident’s initial residency period is 1.2.14

The Secretary shall make such adjustments as15

are necessary to the weighting factors to main-16

tain aggregate payments under this section to17

all hospitals at the same level that such pay-18

ments would have been made under this section19

prior to enactment of the amendments made to20

this section by the Primary Health Care Invest-21

ment Act of 1993.’’.22

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—(1) Except as otherwise pro-23

vided by paragraph (2), the amendments made by this sec-24
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tion shall apply to cost reporting periods beginning after1

October 1, 1993.2

(2) For a cost reporting period that falls partly in3

fiscal year 1993 and partly in fiscal year 1994, the provi-4

sions of section 1886(h), as in effect before the date of5

enactment of this Act, shall apply proportionally to that6

part of the cost reporting period that occurs before fiscal7

year 1994.8
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
