Is amended by adding at the end thereof the following new
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sentence: “The preceding provisions of this section shall
be applied by treating references to monthly insurance
benefits under title 11 of the Social Security Act as includ-
ing references to tier 1 railroad retirement benefits (as
defined in section 86(d)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code
of 1986); except that in applying such treatment the 1st
month beginning after the date of the enactment of this
