(2) in paragraph (1), by inserting ‘‘or is con-11

fined in any public institution by a court order pur-12

suant to a verdict that the individual is not guilty13

of such an offense by reason of insanity (or by rea-14

son of a similar finding, such as a mental disease,15

a mental defect, or mental incompetence),’’ after16

‘‘applicable law,’’; and17

(3) in paragraph (3), by striking ‘‘any individ-18

ual’’ and all that follows and inserting ‘‘any individ-19

ual confined as described in paragraph (1) if the20

jail, prison, penal institution, correctional facility, or21

other public institution to which such individual is so22

confined is under the jurisdiction of such agency and23

the Secretary requires such information to carry out24

the provisions of this section.’’.25
