Resolved, (a) That clause 4 of rule XI of the Rules1

of the House of Representatives is amended by adding at2

the end the following:3

‘‘(e) It shall not be in order in the House to waive4

any point of order or to agree to any order or resolution5

reported from the Committee on Rules providing for the6

consideration of any bill or resolution that waives any7

point of order against that bill or resolution or against8

its consideration, unless the waiver or the resolution or9
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order is approved by not less than two-thirds of the Mem-1

bers voting, a quorum being present.’’.2

(b) The last sentence of clause 4(b) of rule XI of the3

Rules of the House of Representatives is amended by in-4

serting before the period the following: ‘‘; nor shall it re-5

port any rule or order which would waive paragraph (e)’’.6
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
