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SECTION 1. SYSTEM FOR DETERMINING AND REPORTING1

NUMBER OF INDIVIDUALS EMPLOYED IN PRI-2

VATE SECTOR IN PROVIDING SERVICES3

UNDER SERVICE CONTRACTS AWARDED BY4

EXECUTIVE AGENCIES.5

(a) SYSTEM.—Not later than 1 year after the date6

of the enactment of this Act, the Director of the Office7

of Management and Budget shall develop and begin imple-8

menting a system for determining the number of individ-9

uals employed by non-Federal Government entities provid-10

ing services under service contracts awarded by agencies11

in the executive branch of the Federal Government.12

(b) REPORTS.—On the January 1st following imple-13

mentation of the system required under subsection (a),14

and each January 1st thereafter, the Director of the Office15

of Management and Budget shall submit to the Congress16

a report indicating—17

(1) the number of individuals employed by non-18

Federal Government entities providing services19

under service contracts awarded by agencies in the20

executive branch of the Federal Government; and21

(2) the number of individuals employed by non-22

Federal Government entities, in jobs comparable to23

those occupied by career Federal employees, provid-24

ing services under service contracts awarded by25
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agencies in the executive branch of the Federal Gov-1

ernment.2

(c) SERVICE CONTRACT DEFINED.—For the purpose3

of this section, the term ‘‘service contract’’ has the mean-4

ing given such term in part 37 of title 48, Code of Federal5

Regulations.6
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
