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SECTION 1. USE OF FUNDS FROM SUPERFUND PROHIBITED1

FOR THERMAL DESTRUCTION FACILITY AT2

OII SITE.3

Section 111 of the Comprehensive Environmental Re-4

sponse, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980 is5

amended by adding the following at the end thereof:6

‘‘(q) USE OF FUNDS FOR THERMAL DESTRUCTION7

FACILTY AT OII SITE PROHIBITED.—No funds available8

in the Hazardous Substances Superfund may be used for9

the construction or operation of a thermal destruction fa-10

cility at the site known as the OII landfill site, located11

approximately 10 miles east of downtown Los Angeles and12

covering 190 acres, divided by California Highway 60 (Po-13

mona Freeway) and adjacent to the City of Montebello14

on the South, and the City of Monterey Park on the15

North. The preceding sentence shall not apply if the City16

of Monterey Park and the Administrator enter into a writ-17

ten agreement regarding the location of the facility.’’.18
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
