Title III the Federal Election Campaign Act of 19716

(2 U.S.C. 431 et seq.) is amended by adding at the end7

the following new section:8
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‘‘PROHIBITION OF MULTICANDIDATE POLITICAL1

COMMITTEE CONTRIBUTIONS AND EXPENDITURES2

‘‘SEC. 323. Notwithstanding any other provision of3

this Act, no person other than a principal campaign com-4

mittee or an individual may make or receive contributions5

or make expenditures with respect to an election for Fed-6

eral office.’’.7
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
