SECTION 1. DESIGNATION.3

Section 5(c) of the National Trails System Act (164

U.S.C. 1244(c)) is amended by adding at the end the fol-5

lowing new paragraph:6

‘‘(36) The Old Spanish Trail, beginning in7

Santa Fe, New Mexico, proceeding through Colorado8
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and Utah, and ending in Los Angeles, California,1

and the Northern Branch of the Old Spanish Trail,2

beginning near Espanola, New Mexico, proceeding3

through Colorado, and ending near Crescent Junc-4

tion, Utah.’’5
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
