SECTION 1. NONALLOY IRON AND STEEL PIPES AND3

SEC. 2. ALLOY IRON AND STEEL PIPES AND TUBES.18

SEC. 4. NEGOTIATING AUTHORITY.14

In the event that a claim for compensation under any15

provision of the Uruguay Round Agreements (as defined16

in section 2(7) of the Uruguay Round Agreements Act (1917

U.S.C. 3501(7))) or any other trade agreement to which18

the United States is a party is made by any contracting19

party to that agreement as a result of the amendments20

made by this Act, the United States Trade Representative21

is authorized to negotiate such reasonable compensation22

as may be appropriate.23
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SEC. 5. EFFECTIVE DATE.1

The amendments made by this Act shall apply with2

respect to articles entered, or withdrawn from warehouse3

for consumption, on or after the 15th day after the date4

of enactment of this Act.5
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
