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(b) EXPANSION OF ELIGIBLE RECIPIENTS.—Such

section 1s further amended—

(1) in subsection (a), by striking out “author-
ized charitable nonprofit food banks” and inserting
in lieu thereof “food banks, State and local agencies,
and veterans organizations specified under sub-
section (d)”; and

(2) in subsection (d), by striking out “may only
be made” and all that follows and inserting in lieu
thereof the following: “may only be made to the fol-
lowing entities:

“(1) A charitable nonprofit food bank that is
designated by the Secretary of Defense or the Sec-
retary of Health and Human Services as authorized
to receive such donations.

“(2) A State or local agency that is designated
by the Secretary of Defense or the Secretary of
Health and Human Services as authorized to receive
such donations.
