SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Marion National Fish4

Hatchery Conveyance Act’’.5
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SEC. 2. CONVEYANCE OF MARION NATIONAL FISH HATCH-1

ERY TO THE STATE OF ALABAMA.2

(a) CONVEYANCE REQUIREMENT.—Within 180 days3

If it is used8

for any other purpose detrimental to those purposes and9

activities, all right, title, and interest in and to all property10

conveyed under this section shall revert to the United11
