Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. EXTENSION OF AUTHORITY.

Section 738(e)(1) of the Stewart B. McKinney Home-
less Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 11448(e)(1)) 1s amended
by adding at the end the following:

“(E) $10,000,000 for fiscal year 1997.
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“(F) $10,000,000 for fiscal year 1998.
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“(G) $10,000,000 for fiscal year 1999.”.
SEC. 2. REPEAL OF EXTENSION OF AUTHORITY.

Paragraph (2) of section 102(d) of the Act entitled
“An Act to amend title 38, United States Code, to extend
the authority of the Secretary of Veterans Affairs to carry
out certain programs and activities, to require certain re-
ports from the Secretary of Veterans Affairs, and for other
purposes’’, approved February 13, 1996 (Public Law 104—
110; 110 Stat. 769), is repealed, and the provisions of sec-
tion 741 of the Stewart B. McKinney Homeless Assistance
Act (42 U.S.C. 11450) are amended so as to appear as
in effect immediately before the enactment of Public Law

104-110.
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
