FLOOD INSURANCE PROGRAM.2

The placement of any manufactured or mobile home3

on any site shall not affect the eligibility of any community4

to participate in the Federal flood insurance program5

under the National Flood Insurance Act of 1968 and the6

Flood Disaster Protection Act of 1973 (notwithstanding7

that such placement may fail to comply with any elevation8

or flood damage mitigation requirements), if—9

(1) such manufactured or mobile home was pre-10

viously located on such site;11

(2) such manufactured or mobile home was re-12

located from such site because of flooding that13

threatened or affected such site; and14

(3) such replacement is conducted not later15

than the expiration of the 180-day period that be-16

gins upon the subsidence (in the area of such site)17

of the body of water that flooded to a level consid-18

ered lower than flood levels.19
