1395i-2(g)(2)(B)) is amended by striking “by substitut-
ing”’ and all that follows and inserting the following: *‘by
substituting ‘section 1818 (without any increase resulting
from the application of section 1839(b) to such section)’
for ‘section 1839 (without any increase under subsection
(b) thereof)’.”.

(¢) EFFecTIivE DATE.—(1) The amendments made
by this section shall apply to premiums paid for months
beginning after the end of the 90-day period beginning
on the date of the enactment of this Act.

(2) In applying these amendments, months (before,
during, or after the month in which this Act is enacted)
in which an individual was or is required to pay an in-

creased premium shall be taken into account in determin-
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1 ing the month in which the premium will no longer be sub-
