To revise, codify, and enact without substantive change certain general and

permanent laws, related to patriotic and national observances, ceremonies,

and organizations, as title 36, United States Code, ‘‘Patriotic and National

Observances, Ceremonies, and Organizations’’.
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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United1

States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. TITLE 36, UNITED STATES CODE.3

Certain general and permanent laws of the United States, related to patri-4

otic and national observances, ceremonies, and organizations, are revised,5

codified, and enacted as title 36, United States Code, ‘‘Patriotic and National6

Observances, Ceremonies, and Organizations’’, as follows:7

§ 101. American Heart Month1

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation—2

(1) designating February as American Heart Month;3

(2) inviting the chief executive officers of the States, territories, and4

possessions of the United States to issue proclamations designating Feb-5

ruary as American Heart Month; and6

(3) urging the people of the United States to recognize the nationwide7

problem of heart and blood vessel diseases and to support all essential8

programs required to solve the problem.9

§ 102. Asian/Pacific American Heritage Month10

(a) DESIGNATION.—May is Asian/Pacific American Heritage Month.11

(b) PROCLAMATIONS.—The President is requested to issue each year a proc-12

lamation calling on the people of the United States, and the chief executive13

officers of each State of the United States, the District of Columbia, the Virgin14

Islands, Puerto Rico, Guam, American Samoa, the Northern Mariana Is-15

lands, the Marshall Islands, Micronesia, and Palau are requested to issue each16

year proclamations calling on the people of their respective jurisdictions, to17

observe Asian/Pacific American Heritage Month with appropriate programs,18

ceremonies, and activities.19

§ 103. Cancer Control Month20

(a) GENERAL.—The President is requested—21

(1) to issue each year a proclamation designating April as Cancer22

Control Month; and23
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(2) to invite each year the chief executive officers of the States, terri-1

tories, and possessions of the United States to issue proclamations des-2

ignating April as Cancer Control Month.3

(b) CONTENTS OF PROCLAMATIONS.—As part of those proclamations, the4

chief executive officers and President are requested to invite the medical pro-5

fession, the press, and all agencies and individuals interested in a national6

program for the control of cancer by education and other cooperative means7

to unite during Cancer Control Month in a public dedication to the program8

and in a concerted effort to make the people of the United States aware of9

the need for the program.10

§ 104. Carl Garner Federal Lands Cleanup Day11

(a) DESIGNATION.—The first Saturday after Labor Day is Carl Garner12

Federal Lands Cleanup Day.13

(b) PROCLAMATION.—The President shall issue a proclamation calling on14

the people of the United States to observe Carl Garner Federal Lands Cleanup15

Day with appropriate programs, ceremonies, and activities. However, activi-16

ties may be undertaken in individual States on a day other than the first17

Saturday after Labor Day if a manager of Federal land decides that an alter-18

native date is more appropriate because of climatological or other factors.19

§ 105. Child Health Day20

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation—21

(1) designating the first Monday in October as Child Health Day; and22

(2) inviting all agencies and organizations interested in child welfare23

to unite on Child Health Day in observing exercises that will make the24

people of the United States aware of the fundamental necessity of a year-25

round program to protect and develop the health of the children of the26

United States.27

§ 106. Citizenship Day28

(a) DESIGNATION.—September 17 is Citizenship Day.29

(b) PURPOSE.—Citizenship Day commemorates the formation and signing30

on September 17, 1787, of the Constitution and recognizes all who, by coming31

of age or by naturalization, have become citizens.32

(c) PROCLAMATION.—The President may issue each year a proclamation33

calling on United States Government officials to display the flag of the United34

States on all Government buildings on Citizenship Day and inviting the peo-35

ple of the United States to observe Citizenship Day, in schools and churches,36

or other suitable places, with appropriate ceremonies.37

(d) STATE AND LOCAL OBSERVANCES.—The civil and educational authori-38

ties of States, counties, cities, and towns are urged to make plans for the39

proper observance of Citizenship Day and for the complete instruction of citi-40
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zens in their responsibilities and opportunities as citizens of the United States1

and of the State and locality in which they reside.2

§ 107. Columbus Day3

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation—4

(1) designating the 2d Monday in October as Columbus Day;5

(2) calling on United States Government officials to display the flag6

of the United States on all Government buildings on Columbus Day; and7

(3) inviting the people of the United States to observe Columbus Day,8

in schools and churches, or other suitable places, with appropriate cere-9

monies that express the public sentiment befitting the anniversary of the10

discovery of America.11

§ 108. Constitution Week12

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation—13

(1) designating September 17–September 23 as Constitution Week; and14

(2) inviting the people of the United States to observe Constitution15

Week, in schools, churches, and other suitable places, with appropriate16

ceremonies and activities.17

§ 109. Father’s Day18

(a) DESIGNATION.—The 3d Sunday in June is Father’s Day.19

(b) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue a proclamation—20

(1) calling on United States Government officials to display the flag21

of the United States on all Government buildings on Father’s Day;22

(2) inviting State and local governments and the people of the United23

States to observe Father’s Day with appropriate ceremonies; and24

(3) urging the people of the United States to offer public and private25

expressions of Father’s Day to the abiding love and gratitude they have26

for their fathers.27

§ 110. Flag Day28

(a) DESIGNATION.—June 14 is Flag Day.29

(b) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue each year a proc-30

lamation—31

(1) calling on United States Government officials to display the flag32

of the United States on all Government buildings on Flag Day; and33

(2) urging the people of the United States to observe Flag Day as the34

anniversary of the adoption on June 14, 1777, by the Continental Con-35

gress of the Stars and Stripes as the official flag of the United States.36

§ 111. Gold Star Mother’s Day37

(a) DESIGNATION.—The last Sunday in September is Gold Star Mother’s38

Day.39

(b) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue a proclamation40

calling on United States Government officials to display the flag of the United41
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States on all Government buildings, and the people of the United States to1

display the flag and hold appropriate meetings at homes, churches, or other2

suitable places, on Gold Star Mother’s Day as a public expression of the love,3

sorrow, and reverence of the people for Gold Star Mothers.4

§ 112. Honor America Days5

(a) DESIGNATION.—The 21 days from Flag Day through Independence Day6

is a period to honor America.7

(b) CONGRESSIONAL DECLARATION.—Congress declares that there be public8

gatherings and activities during that period at which the people of the United9

States can celebrate and honor their country in an appropriate way.10

§ 113. Law Day, U.S.A.11

(a) DESIGNATION.—May 1 is Law Day, U.S.A.12

(b) PURPOSE.—Law Day, U.S.A., is a special day of celebration by the13

people of the United States—14

(1) in appreciation of their liberties and the reaffirmation of their loy-15

alty to the United States and of their rededication to the ideals of equal-16

ity and justice under law in their relations with each other and with17

other countries; and18

(2) for the cultivation of the respect for law that is so vital to the19

democratic way of life.20

(c) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue a proclamation—21

(1) calling on all public officials to display the flag of the United22

States on all government buildings on Law Day, U.S.A.; and23

(2) inviting the people of the United States to observe Law Day,24

U.S.A., with appropriate ceremonies and in other appropriate ways,25

through public entities and private organizations and in schools and26

other suitable places.27

§ 114. Leif Erikson Day28

The President may issue each year a proclamation designating October 929

as Leif Erikson Day.30

§ 115. Loyalty Day31

(a) DESIGNATION.—May 1 is Loyalty Day.32

(b) PURPOSE.—Loyalty Day is a special day for the reaffirmation of loy-33

alty to the United States and for the recognition of the heritage of American34

freedom.35

(c) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue a proclamation—36

(1) calling on United States Government officials to display the flag37

of the United States on all Government buildings on Loyalty Day; and38

(2) inviting the people of the United States to observe Loyalty Day39

with appropriate ceremonies in schools and other suitable places.40
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§ 116. Memorial Day1

(a) DESIGNATION.—The last Monday in May is Memorial Day.2

(b) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue each year a proc-3

lamation—4

(1) calling on the people of the United States to observe Memorial Day5

by praying, according to their individual religious faith, for permanent6

peace;7

(2) designating a period of time on Memorial Day during which the8

people may unite in prayer for a permanent peace;9

(3) calling on the people of the United States to unite in prayer at10

that time; and11

(4) calling on the media to join in observing Memorial Day and the12

period of prayer.13

§ 117. Mother’s Day14

(a) DESIGNATION.—The 2d Sunday in May is Mother’s Day.15

(b) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue a proclamation16

calling on United States Government officials to display the flag of the United17

States on all Government buildings, and on the people of the United States18

to display the flag at their homes or other suitable places, on Mother’s Day19

as a public expression of love and reverence for the mothers of the United20

States.21

§ 118. National Aviation Day22

The President may issue each year a proclamation—23

(1) designating August 19 as National Aviation Day;24

(2) calling on United States Government officials to display the flag25

of the United States on all Government buildings on National Aviation26

Day; and27

(3) inviting the people of the United States to observe National Avia-28

tion Day with appropriate exercises to further stimulate interest in avia-29

tion in the United States.30

§ 119. National Day of Prayer31

The President shall issue each year a proclamation designating the first32

Thursday in May as a National Day of Prayer on which the people of the33

United States may turn to God in prayer and meditation at churches, in34

groups, and as individuals.35

§ 120. National Defense Transportation Day36

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation—37

(1) designating the 3d Friday in May as National Defense Transpor-38

tation Day; and39

(2) urging the people of the United States, including labor, manage-40

ment, users, and investors, in all communities served by the various41
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forms of transportation to observe National Defense Transportation Day1

by appropriate ceremonies that will give complete recognition to the im-2

portance to each community and its people of the transportation system3

of the United States and the maintenance of the facilities of the system4

in the most modern state of adequacy to serve the needs of the United5

States in times of peace and in national defense.6

§ 121. National Disability Employment Awareness Month7

(a) DESIGNATION.—October is National Disability Employment Awareness8

Month.9

(b) CEREMONIES.—Appropriate ceremonies shall be held throughout the10

United States during National Disability Employment Awareness Month to11

enlist public support for, and interest in, the employment of workers with dis-12

abilities who are otherwise qualified. Governors, mayors, heads of other gov-13

ernmental entities, and interested organizations and individuals are invited14

to participate in the ceremonies.15

(c) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue each year a suit-16

able proclamation.17

§ 122. National Flag Week18

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation—19

(1) designating the week in which June 14 falls as National Flag20

Week; and21

(2) calling on citizens to display the flag of the United States during22

National Flag Week.23

§ 123. National Forest Products Week24

(a) DESIGNATION.—The week beginning on the 3d Sunday in October is25

National Forest Products Week.26

(b) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue each year a proc-27

lamation calling on the people of the United States to observe National Forest28

Products Week with appropriate ceremonies and activities.29

§ 124. National Freedom Day30

The President may issue each year a proclamation designating February31

1 as National Freedom Day to commemorate the signing by Abraham Lincoln32

on February 1, 1865, of the joint resolution adopted by the Senate and the33

House of Representatives that proposed the 13th amendment to the Constitu-34

tion.35

§ 125. National Grandparents Day36

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation—37

(1) designating the first Sunday in September after Labor Day as Na-38

tional Grandparents Day; and39
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(2) calling on the people of the United States and interested groups1

and organizations to observe National Grandparents Day with appro-2

priate ceremonies and activities.3

§ 126. National Hispanic Heritage Month4

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation—5

(1) designating September 15–October 15 as National Hispanic Herit-6

age Month; and7

(2) calling on the people of the United States, especially the edu-8

cational community, to observe National Hispanic Heritage Month with9

appropriate ceremonies and activities.10

§ 127. National Korean War Veterans Armistice Day11

(a) DESIGNATION.—July 27 of each year until 2003 is National Korean12

War Veterans Armistice Day.13

(b) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue each year a proc-14

lamation calling on—15

(1) the people of the United States to observe National Korean War16

Veterans Armistice Day with appropriate ceremonies and activities; and17

(2) all departments, agencies, and instrumentalities of the United18

States Government, and interested organizations, groups, and individ-19

uals, to fly the flag of the United States at halfstaff on July 27 of each20

year until 2003 in honor of the individuals who died as a result of their21

service in Korea.22

§ 128. National Maritime Day23

(a) DESIGNATION.—May 22 is National Maritime Day.24

(b) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue each year a proc-25

lamation calling on—26

(1) the people of the United States to observe National Maritime Day27

by displaying the flag of the United States at their homes or other suit-28

able places; and29

(2) United States Government officials to display the flag on all Gov-30

ernment buildings on National Maritime Day.31

§ 129. National Pearl Harbor Remembrance Day32

(a) DESIGNATION.—December 7 is National Pearl Harbor Remembrance33

Day.34

(b) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue each year a proc-35

lamation calling on—36

(1) the people of the United States to observe National Pearl Harbor37

Remembrance Day with appropriate ceremonies and activities; and38

(2) all departments, agencies, and instrumentalities of the United39

States Government, and interested organizations, groups, and individ-40

uals, to fly the flag of the United States at halfstaff each December 741
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in honor of the individuals who died as a result of their service at Pearl1

Harbor.2

§ 130. National Poison Prevention Week3

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation designating4

the 3d week in March as National Poison Prevention Week to aid in encour-5

aging the people of the United States to learn of the dangers of accidental6

poisoning and to take preventive measures that are warranted by the serious-7

ness of the danger.8

§ 131. National Safe Boating Week9

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation designating10

the 7-day period ending on the last Friday before Memorial Day as National11

Safe Boating Week.12

§ 132. National School Lunch Week13

(a) DESIGNATION.—The week beginning on the 2d Sunday in October is14

National School Lunch Week.15

(b) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue each year a proc-16

lamation calling on the people of the United States to observe National School17

Lunch Week with appropriate ceremonies and activities.18

§ 133. National Transportation Week19

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation—20

(1) designating the week that includes the 3d Friday of May as Na-21

tional Transportation Week; and22

(2) inviting the people of the United States to observe National Trans-23

portation Week with appropriate ceremonies and activities as a tribute24

to the men and women who, night and day, move goods and individuals25

throughout the United States.26

§ 134. Pan American Aviation Day27

The President may issue each year a proclamation—28

(1) designating December 17 as Pan American Aviation Day; and29

(2) calling on all officials of the United States Government, the chief30

executive offices of the States, territories, and possessions of the United31

States, and all citizens to participate in the observance of Pan American32

Aviation Day to further, and stimulate interest in, aviation in the Amer-33

ican countries as an important stimulus to the further development of34

more rapid communications and a cultural development between the35

countries of the Western Hemisphere.36

§ 135. Parents’ Day37

(a) DESIGNATION.—The 4th Sunday in July is Parents’ Day.38

(b) RECOGNITION.—All private citizens, organizations, and Federal, State,39

and local governmental and legislative entities are encouraged to recognize40

Parents’ Day through proclamations, activities, and educational efforts in41
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furtherance of recognizing, uplifting, and supporting the role of parents in1

bringing up their children.2

§ 136. Peace Officers Memorial Day3

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation—4

(1) designating May 15 as Peace Officers Memorial Day in honor of5

Federal, State, and local officers killed or disabled in the line of duty;6

(2) directing United States Government officials to display the flag of7

the United States at halfstaff on all Government buildings on Peace Offi-8

cers Memorial Day, as provided by section 7(m) of title 4; and9

(3) inviting State and local governments and the people of the United10

States to observe Peace Officers Memorial Day with appropriate cere-11

monies and activities, including the display of the flag at halfstaff.12

§ 137. Police Week13

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation—14

(1) designating the week in which May 15 occurs as Police Week in15

recognition of the service given by men and women who stand guard to16

protect the people of the United States through law enforcement; and17

(2) inviting State and local governments and the people of the United18

States to observe Police Week with appropriate ceremonies and activities,19

including the display of the flag at halfstaff.20

§ 138. Save Your Vision Week21

The President is requested to issue each year a proclamation—22

(1) designating the first week in March as Save Your Vision Week;23

(2) inviting the governors and mayors of State and local governments24

to issue proclamations designating the first week in March as Save Your25

Vision Week;26

(3) inviting the communications media, health care professions, and27

other agencies and individuals concerned with programs for the improve-28

ment of vision to unite during Save Your Vision Week in public activi-29

ties to convince the people of the United States of the importance of vi-30

sion to their welfare and the welfare of the United States; and31

(4) urging the media, health care professions, and other agencies and32

individuals to support programs to improve and protect the vision of the33

people of the United States.34

§ 139. Steelmark Month35

(a) DESIGNATION.—May is Steelmark Month.36

(b) PURPOSE.—Steelmark Month recognizes the tremendous contribution37

made by the steel industry in the United States to national security and de-38

fense.39
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(c) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue a proclamation1

calling on the people of the United States to observe Steelmark Month with2

appropriate ceremonies and activities.3

§ 140. Stephen Foster Memorial Day4

The President may issue each year a proclamation—5

(1) designating January 13 as Stephen Foster Memorial Day; and6

(2) calling on the people of the United States to observe Stephen Foster7

Memorial Day with appropriate ceremonies, pilgrimages to his shrines,8

and musical programs featuring his compositions.9

§ 141. Thomas Jefferson’s birthday10

The President shall issue each year a proclamation—11

(1) calling on officials of the United States Government to display the12

flag of the United States on all Government buildings on April 13; and13

(2) inviting the people of the United States to observe April 13 in14

schools and churches, or other suitable places, with appropriate cere-15

monies in commemoration of Thomas Jefferson’s birthday.16

§ 142. White Cane Safety Day17

The President may issue each year a proclamation—18

(1) designating October 15 as White Cane Safety Day; and19

(2) calling on the people of the United States to observe White Cane20

Safety Day with appropriate ceremonies and activities.21

§ 143. Wright Brothers Day22

(a) DESIGNATION.—December 17 is Wright Brothers Day.23

(b) PURPOSE.—Wright Brothers Day commemorates the first successful24

flights in a heavier than air, mechanically propelled airplane, that were made25

by Orville and Wilbur Wright on December 17, 1903, near Kitty Hawk, North26

Carolina.27

(c) PROCLAMATION.—The President is requested to issue each year a proc-28

lamation inviting the people of the United States to observe Wright Brothers29

Day with appropriate ceremonies and activities.30

(b) CONDUCT DURING PLAYING.—During a rendition of the national an-36

(A) all present except those in uniform should stand at attention2

facing the flag with the right hand over the heart;3

(B) men not in uniform should remove their headdress with their4

right hand and hold the headdress at the left shoulder, the hand5

(2) ‘‘inaugural period’’ means the period that includes the day on25

which the Presidential inaugural ceremony is held, the 5 calendar days26

immediately preceding that day, and the 4 calendar days immediately27

following that day.28

§ 502. Regulations, licenses, and registration tags29

(a) REGULATIONS AND LICENSES.—For each inaugural period, the Council30

of the District of Columbia shall—31

(1) prescribe reasonable regulations necessary to preserve public order32

and protect life, health, and property;33
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(2) prescribe special regulations related to the standing, movement,1

and operation of vehicles; and2

(3) grant special licenses to peddlers and vendors to sell merchandise3

in places the Council considers proper, subject to conditions and fees for4

the licenses the Council considers proper.5

(b) REGISTRATION TAGS.—The Mayor of the District of Columbia may6

issue, for any motor vehicle made available for the use of the Inaugural Com-7

mittee, special registration tags, valid for not more than 90 days, designed8

to celebrate the inauguration of the President and Vice President.9

§ 503. Use of reservations, grounds, and public spaces10

(a) PERMIT FOR USE.—With the approval of the officer having jurisdiction11

over any of the Federal reservations or grounds in the District of Columbia,12

the Secretary of the Interior may grant to the Inaugural Committee a permit13

to use the reservations or grounds during the inaugural period, including a14

reasonable time before and after the inaugural period. The Mayor of the Dis-15

trict of Columbia may grant a similar permit to use public space under the16

Mayor’s jurisdiction. Each permit granted under this subsection is subject to17

conditions the grantor of the permit prescribes.18

(b) REVIEWING STANDS AND COMMERCIAL STANDS AND STRUCTURES.—A19

reviewing stand or a stand or structure for the sale of merchandise, food, or20

drink may be built on public grounds in the District of Columbia only if ap-21

proved by the Inaugural Committee and by the Secretary or the Mayor, as22

appropriate.23

(c) RESTORATION AFTER INAUGURAL PERIOD.—After the inaugural period,24

the reservation, ground, or public space occupied by a stand or structure shall25

be restored promptly to its prior condition.26

(d) INDEMNIFICATION.—The Inaugural Committee shall indemnify and27

save harmless the District of Columbia and the appropriate department, agen-28

cy, or instrumentality of the United States Government against any loss or29

damage to, and against any liability arising from the use of, the reservation,30

ground, or public space, by the Inaugural Committee or a licensee of the In-31

augural Committee.32

§ 504. Installation and removal of electrical facilities33

(a) INSTALLATION.—The Mayor of the District of Columbia may allow the34

Inaugural Committee to install suitable overhead conductors and electrical fa-35

cilities, with adequate supports. The official in charge of a park or reservation36

in the District of Columbia in which it is necessary to place wires shall su-37

pervise the placing and removal of those wires.38

(b) REMOVAL.—The conductors and supports shall be removed not later39

than 5 days after the end of the inaugural period.40
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(c) INDEMNIFICATION.—The United States Government and the District of1

Columbia may not incur any expense or damage from the installation, oper-2

ation, or removal of a temporary overhead conductor or electrical facility. The3

Inaugural Committee shall indemnify and hold harmless the District of Co-4

lumbia and the appropriate department, agency, or instrumentality of the5

Government against any loss or damage, and against any liability arising,6

from any act of the Inaugural Committee or any agent, licensee, servant, or7

employee of the Inaugural Committee in connection with the installation, op-8

eration, or removal of a temporary overhead conductor or electrical facility.9

§ 505. Extension of wires along parade routes10

The Mayor of the District of Columbia, the Secretary of the Interior, and11

the Inaugural Committee may allow communications companies to extend12

overhead wires to places along a parade route that are considered convenient13

for use in connection with the parade and other inaugural purposes. The14

wires shall be removed not later than 10 days after the inaugural period ends.15

§ 506. Duration of regulations and licenses and publication16

of regulations17

Regulations prescribed and licenses authorized under this chapter are effec-18

tive only during the inaugural period. The regulations shall be published in19

at least one daily newspaper published in the District of Columbia. A penalty20

prescribed for violating such a regulation may not be enforced until 5 days21

after publication.22

§ 507. Application to other property23

This chapter does not apply to the United States Capitol Buildings or24

Grounds or other property under the jurisdiction of Congress or a committee,25

commission, or officer of Congress. A service or facility authorized by or under26

this chapter is available for the property on request or approval of the joint27

committee of the Senate and House of Representatives appointed by the Presi-28

dent of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Representatives to arrange29

for the inauguration of the President-elect and the Vice President-elect.30

§ 508. Enforcement31

The Mayor of the District of Columbia, or other official having jurisdiction32

in the premises, shall enforce this chapter, take necessary precautions to pro-33

tect the public, and ensure that the pavement of any street, sidewalk, avenue,34

or alley disturbed or damaged is restored to its prior condition.35

§ 509. Penalty36

A person violating a regulation prescribed under this chapter shall be fined37

under title 18 or imprisoned for not more than 30 days. A separate violation38

occurs under this section for each day the violation continues.39
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§ 510. Authorization of appropriations1

(a) AUTHORIZATION.—Necessary amounts are authorized to be appro-2

priated—3

(1) to enable the Mayor of the District of Columbia to provide addi-4

tional municipal services in the District of Columbia during the inau-5

gural period, including—6

(A) employment of personal services without regard to chapters7

33 and 51 and subchapter III of chapter 53 of title 5;8

(B) travel expenses of enforcement personnel, including9

sanitarians, from other jurisdictions;10

(C) the hiring of the means of transportation;11

(D) meals for policemen, firemen, and other municipal employees;12

(E) the cost of removing and relocating streetcar loading plat-13

forms, construction, rent, maintenance, and expenses incident to the14

operation of temporary public comfort stations, first-aid stations,15

and information booths; and16

(F) other incidental expenses in the discretion of the Mayor; and17

(2) to enable the Secretary of the Interior to provide meals for the18

members of the United States Park Police during the inaugural period.19

(b) PAYMENT.—Amounts appropriated under—20

(1) subsection (a)(1) of this section are payable in the same way as21

other appropriations for the expenses of the District of Columbia; and22

(2) subsection (a)(2) of this section are payable in the same way as23

other appropriations for the expenses of the Department of the Interior.24

§ 701. Findings27

Congress finds that—28

(1) Federal lands, parks, recreation areas, and waterways provide rec-29

reational opportunities for millions of Americans each year;30

(2) Federal lands administered by Federal land management agencies31

contain valuable wildlife, scenery, natural and historic features, and32

other resources which may be damaged by litter and misuse;33

(3) it is in the best interest of the United States and its citizens to34

maintain and preserve the beauty, safety, and availability of these Fed-35

eral lands;36
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(4) these Federal land management agencies have been designated as1

the caretakers of these Federal lands and are responsible for maintaining2

and preserving those areas and facilities;3

(5) there is great value in volunteer involvement in maintaining and4

preserving Federal lands for recreational use;5

(6) the Federal land management agencies should be concerned with6

promoting a sense of pride and ownership among citizens toward these7

lands;8

(7) the use of citizen volunteers in a national cleanup effort promotes9

these goals and encourages the thoughtful use of these Federal lands and10

facilities;11

(8) the positive impact of annual cleanup events held at various recre-12

ation sites has already been proven by steadily declining levels of litter13

at these sites; and14

(9) a national program for cleaning and maintaining Federal lands15

using volunteers will save millions of tax dollars.16

§ 702. Definition17

For purposes of this chapter, ‘‘Federal land management agency’’ in-18

cludes—19

(1) the Forest Service of the Department of Agriculture;20

(2) the Bureau of Land Management of the Department of the Inte-21

rior;22

(3) the National Park Service of the Department of the Interior;23

(4) the Fish and Wildlife Service of the Department of the Interior;24

(5) the Bureau of Reclamation of the Department of the Interior; and25

(6) the Army Corps of Engineers.26

§ 703. Duties of Federal land management agency27

To observe Carl Garner Federal Lands Cleanup Day at the Federal level,28

each Federal land management agency shall organize, coordinate, and par-29

ticipate with citizen volunteers and State and local authorities in cleaning30

and providing for the maintenance of Federal public land, recreation areas,31

and waterways within the jurisdiction of the agency.32

§ 704. Activities33

In cooperation with appropriate State and local government authorities,34

each Federal land management agency shall plan for and carry out activities35

on Carl Garner Federal Lands Cleanup Day that—36

(1) encourage continuing public and private sector cooperation in pre-37

serving the beauty and safety of areas within the jurisdiction of the agen-38

cy;39

(2) increase citizens’ sense of ownership and community pride in those40

areas;41
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(3) reduce litter on Federal lands, along trails and waterways, and1

within those areas; and2

(4) maintain and improve trails, recreation areas, waterways, and fa-3

cilities.4

§ 901. Service flag and service lapel button6

(a) INDIVIDUALS ENTITLED TO DISPLAY SERVICE FLAG.—A service flag7

approved by the Secretary of Defense may be displayed in a window of the8

place of residence of individuals who are members of the immediate family9

of an individual serving in the armed forces of the United States during any10

period of war or hostilities in which the armed forces of the United States11

are engaged.12

(b) INDIVIDUALS ENTITLED TO DISPLAY SERVICE LAPEL BUTTON.—A13

service lapel button approved by the Secretary may be worn by members of14

the immediate family of an individual serving in the armed forces of the15

United States during any period of war or hostilities in which the armed16

forces of the United States are engaged.17

(c) LICENSE TO MANUFACTURE AND SELL SERVICE FLAGS AND SERVICE18

LAPEL BUTTONS.—Any person may apply to the Secretary for a license to19

manufacture and sell the approved service flag, or the approved service lapel20

button, or both. Any person that manufactures a service flag or service lapel21

button without having first obtained a license, or otherwise violates this sec-22

tion is liable to the United States Government for a civil penalty of not more23

than $1,000.24

(d) REGULATIONS.—The Secretary may prescribe regulations necessary to25

carry out this section.26

§ 902. National League of Families POW/MIA Flag27

(a) DESIGNATION.—The National League of Families POW/MIA flag is28

designated as the symbol of our Nation’s concern and commitment to resolv-29

ing as fully as possible the fates of Americans still prisoner, missing and un-30

accounted for in Southeast Asia, thus ending the uncertainty for their fami-31

lies and the Nation.32

(b) DISPLAY.—The flag shall be displayed—33

(1) at each national cemetery and at the National Vietnam Veterans34

Memorial each year on Memorial Day and Veterans Day and on any35

day designated by law as National POW/MIA Recognition Day; and36

(2) on, or on the grounds of, the buildings containing the primary of-37

fices of the Secretaries of State, Defense, and Veterans Affairs, and the38
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Director of the Selective Service System on any day designated by law1

as National POW/MIA Recognition Day.2

(c) TERMINATION OF FLAG DISPLAY REQUIREMENT.—Subsection (b) of this3

section ceases to apply when the President decides that the fullest possible ac-4

counting has been made of all members of the armed forces and civilian em-5

ployees of the United States Government who have been identified as prisoners6

of war or missing in action in Southeast Asia.7

§ 2101. Membership13

(a) COMPOSITION AND TERMS.—The American Battle Monuments Commis-14

sion has not more than 11 members appointed by the President. The President15

also shall appoint one officer of the Regular Army to serve as secretary of16

the Commission. The members and secretary serve at the pleasure of the Presi-17

dent. The President shall fill any vacancies that occur. Notwithstanding any18

other law, members of the armed forces may be appointed members of the19

Commission.20

(b) PAY AND EXPENSES.—The members of the Commission serve without21

compensation. However, the members of the Commission may receive, from an22

amount appropriated to carry out this chapter or acquired by another author-23

ized way—24

(1) their actual expenses related to the work of the Commission;25

(2) when in a travel status outside the continental United States, a26

per diem at the rate authorized to be paid for members of the uniformed27

services under section 405 of title 37, instead of subsistence; and28

(3) when in a travel status in the continental United States, a per29

diem at the rate authorized to be paid under sections 5702 and 5703 of30

title 5, instead of subsistence.31

(c) EXPENSES OF OFFICERS OF ARMED FORCES SERVING ON COMMIS-1

SION.—An officer of the armed forces serving as a member or as secretary of2

the Commission may be reimbursed for expenses when traveling on business3

of the Commission in the same way as civilian members of the Commission.4

§ 2102. Employment of personnel5

(a) GENERAL.—Within the limits of an appropriation made to employ per-6

sonnel, the American Battle Monuments Commission may employ personnel7

necessary to carry out this chapter. To ensure adequate care and maintenance8

of cemeteries, monuments, and memorials, the Commission, subject to the9

availability of appropriations, shall employ—10

(1) at least 50 individuals in the competitive service (as defined in11

section 2102 of title 5), of whom at least 43 shall be assigned to duty12

in foreign countries where the cemeteries, monuments, and memorials are13

located; and14

(2) at least 348 individuals who are citizens of the countries where15

the cemeteries, monuments, and memorials are located.16

(b) DETAILED PERSONNEL.—On request of the Commission, the heads of17

departments, agencies, and instrumentalities of the United States Government18

may make available to the Commission their personnel and facilities to assist19

in carrying out this chapter, and may expend for that purpose amounts ap-20

propriated to the department, agency, and instrumentality. The Commission21

shall reimburse the department, agency, or instrumentality for the pay and22

allowances of designated personnel.23

(c) STATION ALLOWANCE FOR OFFICERS ASSIGNED TO THE COMMISSION.—24

For officers of the armed forces assigned to the Commission, the same station25

allowance shall be authorized for serving at foreign stations as the Secretary26

of the Army has authorized for officers of the Army.27

(d) CITIZENSHIP REQUIREMENT.—An individual may be employed as the28

superintendent, or as an assistant superintendent, of a cemetery operated by29

the Commission only if the individual is a citizen of the United States.30

§ 2103. Administrative31

(a) GENERAL AUTHORITY.—Subject to appropriations made to carry out32

this chapter, the American Battle Monuments Commission may—33

(1) acquire land or an interest in land in a foreign country to carry34

out the purposes of this chapter, or an executive order conferring duties35

and powers on the Commission, without submission to the Attorney Gen-36

eral under section 355 of the Revised Statutes (40 U.S.C. 255);37

(2) maintain, repair, and operate motor-propelled passenger-carrying38

vehicles and other property that another department, agency, or instru-39

mentality of the United States Government provides to the Commission;40
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(3) establish offices in the District of Columbia and elsewhere in or1

outside the United States;2

(4) rent office and garage space, which may be paid for in advance,3

in foreign countries; and4

(5) procure printing, binding, engraving, lithographing,5

photographing, and typewriting, including the publication of informa-6

tion on United States activities, battlefields, memorials, and cemeteries7

with respect to which the Commission may exercise any duties and pow-8

ers.9

(b) DISPOSITION OF LAND.—Under conditions and in the manner the Com-10

mission decides is proper, the Commission may dispose of land or an interest11

in land in a foreign country that the Commission acquires in connection with12

its work.13

(c) CONTRACTING OUT.—Notwithstanding the requirements of existing laws14

or regulations, the Commission, under conditions the Commission decides are15

necessary and proper, may contract for work, supplies, materials, and equip-16

ment outside or for use outside the United States and engage the services of17

architects and other technical and professional personnel.18

(d) DELEGATION.—Under conditions the Commission may prescribe, the19

Commission may delegate to its Chairman, secretary, or officials in charge20

of any of its offices any of its authority it considers necessary and proper.21

(e) AUTHORITY TO RECEIVE STATE, LOCAL, OR PRIVATE AMOUNTS.—The22

Commission may receive State, local, or private amounts to carry out this23

chapter. The Commission shall deposit the amounts with the Treasurer of the24

United States. The Treasurer shall keep the amounts in separate accounts and25

shall disburse the amounts on vouchers approved by the Chairman.26

(f) LIMITATION ON USE OF CONTRIBUTIONS.—The Commission may not27

obligate, withdraw, or expend amounts received as contributions before March28

1, 1998.29

(g) STATEMENTS TO PRESIDENT.—The Commission shall transmit to the30

President on October 1 of each year a statement of all its financial and other31

transactions during the prior fiscal year.32

(h) FINANCIAL STATEMENTS AND AUDITS.—(1) The Commission shall have33

a system of financial controls to enable the Commission to comply with the34

requirements of paragraph (2) of this subsection and with section 2106(d)(4)35

of this title.36

(2) The Commission shall—37

(A) by March 1 of each year (beginning with 1998)—38

(i) prepare a financial statement which covers all accounts and39

associated activities of the Commission for the prior fiscal year and40

is consistent with the requirements of section 3515 of title 31; and41
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(ii) submit the financial statement, together with a narrative1

summary, to the Committees on Veterans’ Affairs of the Senate and2

House of Representatives; and3

(B) obtain an audit by the Comptroller General of each financial4

statement prepared under subparagraph (A) of this paragraph, which5

shall be conducted in accordance with applicable generally accepted gov-6

ernment auditing standards and shall be in lieu of any audit otherwise7

required by law.8

(i) DISPOSITION OF RECORDS AND ARCHIVES.—When no longer required9

by the Commission, the records and archives of the Commission shall be de-10

posited with the National Archives in accordance with section 2107 of title11

44.12

(j) SEAL.—The Commission shall have a seal that shall be judicially no-13

ticed.14

(k) DISBURSEMENTS OUTSIDE CONTINENTAL UNITED STATES.—Disburse-15

ments for expenditures outside the continental United States may be made by16

a special disbursing agent designated by the Commission under regulations17

it prescribes.18

§ 2104. Military cemeteries in foreign countries19

When, as a result of combat operations, the armed forces establish military20

cemeteries in zones of operations outside the United States and the territories21

and possessions of the United States, the American Battle Monuments Com-22

mission and the Secretary of the Army, immediately on the cessation of hos-23

tilities, shall decide which of the cemeteries will become permanent cemeteries24

or, if they decide it is desirable, shall select new sites for the cemeteries at25

any other location. The Commission is solely responsible for the design and26

construction of the permanent cemeteries, and of all buildings, plantings,27

headstones, and other permanent improvements incidental to the cemeteries,28

except that—29

(1) the armed forces are responsible for maintaining the permanent30

cemeteries until the Commission declares its readiness to assume the au-31

thorized administrative duties and powers;32

(2) all construction undertaken by the armed forces in establishing33

and maintaining the cemetery prior to its transfer to the Commission34

shall be nonpermanent;35

(3) burials and reburials by the armed forces shall be carried out in36

accordance with plans prepared by the Commission; and37

(4) the armed forces have the right to re-enter a cemetery transferred38

to the Commission to exhume or reinter a body if they decide it is nec-39

essary.40
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§ 2105. Monuments built by the United States Government1

(a) MEMORIALS.—The American Battle Monuments Commission shall pre-2

pare plans and estimates to build suitable memorials commemorating the3

service of American armed forces, and shall build and maintain memorials4

in the United States and, as the Commission decides, at any place outside5

the United States where the armed forces have served since April 6, 1917.6

(b) ARCHITECTURE AND ART.—The Commission shall build and maintain7

works of architecture and art in United States cemeteries located outside the8

United States and the territories and possessions of the United States that9

are permanent cemeteries. The Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall maintain10

works of architecture and art built by the Commission in the National Ceme-11

tery System, as described in section 2400(b) of title 38.12

(c) CONTROL AND SUPERVISION OF MATERIALS, DESIGN, AND BUILDING.—13

(1) The Commission shall control the materials and design and prescribe reg-14

ulations for, and supervise the building of, all memorial monuments and15

buildings in United States cemeteries located outside the United States and16

the territories and possessions of the United States.17

(2) The Commission shall control the design and prescribe regulations for18

the building of all memorial monuments and buildings commemorating the19

service of American armed forces that are built in a foreign country or politi-20

cal division of the foreign country that authorizes the Commission to carry21

out those duties and powers.22

(d) APPROVAL BY NATIONAL COMMISSION OF FINE ARTS.—A design for a23

memorial must be approved by the National Commission of Fine Arts before24

the Commission can accept it.25

§ 2106. War memorials not built by the United States Govern-26

ment27

(a) COOPERATION WITH OTHERS.—The American Battle Monuments Com-28

mission may cooperate with citizens of the United States, States, municipali-29

ties, or associations desiring to build war memorials outside the continental30

limits of the United States in the way the Commission decides. An adminis-31

trative agency of the United States Government may give assistance to build32

the memorial only if a plan for the memorial has been approved under this33

chapter.34

(b) CONTROL, ADMINISTRATION, AND MAINTENANCE OF WAR MEMORI-35

ALS.—(1) The Commission may assume responsibility for the control, admin-36

istration, and maintenance of any war memorial built outside the United37

States by a citizen of the United States, a State, a political subdivision of38

a State, a governmental authority (except a department, agency, or instru-39

mentality of the United States Government), a foreign agency, or a private40
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association to commemorate the services of any of the armed forces in hos-1

tilities occurring since April 6, 1917, if—2

(A) the memorial is not built on the territory of the applicable former3

enemy; and4

(B) the sponsors of the memorial consent to the Commission assuming5

those responsibilities and transfer to the Commission all their rights and6

interests in the memorial.7

(2) If reasonable effort fails to locate the sponsors of a memorial, the Com-8

mission may assume responsibility for the memorial under this subsection by9

agreement with the appropriate foreign authorities. A decision of the Commis-10

sion to assume responsibility for a war memorial under this subsection is11

final.12

(3) Sponsors of a war memorial for which the Commission assumes respon-13

sibility under this subsection may transfer amounts accumulated to maintain14

and repair the memorial to the Commission for use in carrying out this chap-15

ter. Except as provided in subsection (c) of this section, the Commission shall16

deposit transferred amounts as provided in section 2103(e) of this title.17

(c) ARRANGEMENTS FOR REPAIR OR LONG-TERM MAINTENANCE OF MEMO-18

RIALS.—In assuming responsibility for a war memorial under subsection19

(b)(1) or (2) of this section, the Commission may arrange with the sponsors20

of the memorial to provide for repair or long-term maintenance of the memo-21

rial. An amount transferred to the Commission for the purpose of this sub-22

section shall be deposited by the Commission in the fund established under23

subsection (d) of this section.24

(d) FUND FOR ARRANGEMENTS FOR REPAIR OR LONG-TERM MAINTENANCE25

OF MEMORIALS.—(1) There is a fund in the Treasury that is available to the26

Commission for expenses of repair and long-term maintenance of memorials27

for which the Commission has made arrangements under subsection (c) of this28

section. The fund consists of—29

(A) amounts deposited into, and interest and proceeds credited to, the30

fund under paragraph (2) of this subsection; and31

(B) obligations obtained under paragraph (3) of this subsection.32

(2) The Commission shall deposit into the fund the amounts that are ac-33

cepted under subsection (c) of this section. The Secretary of the Treasury shall34

credit to the fund the interest on, and the proceeds from the sale or redemp-35

tion of, obligations held in the fund.36

(3) The Secretary shall invest any part of the fund that the Commission37

decides is not required to meet current expenses. Each investment shall be38

made in an interest-bearing obligation of the United States Government, or39

an obligation that has its principal and interest guaranteed by the Govern-40

ment, that the Commission decides has a maturity suitable for the fund.41
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(4) The Commission shall separately account for all amounts deposited in1

and expended from the fund for each war memorial for which an arrangement2

for repair or long term maintenance is made under subsection (c) of this sec-3

tion.4

(e) DEMOLITION OF WAR MEMORIAL BUILT IN A FOREIGN COUNTRY AND5

DISPOSITION OF SITE.—The Commission may take necessary action to demol-6

ish any war memorial built outside the United States by a citizen of the7

United States, a State, a political subdivision of a State, a governmental au-8

thority (except a department, agency, or instrumentality of the United States9

Government), a foreign agency, or a private association and to dispose of the10

site of the memorial in a way the Commission decides is proper, if—11

(1) the appropriate foreign authorities agree to the demolition; and12

(2)(A) the sponsor of the memorial consents to the demolition; or13

(B) the memorial has fallen into disrepair and a reasonable effort by14

the Commission has failed—15

(i) to persuade the sponsor to maintain the memorial at a stand-16

ard acceptable to the Commission; or17

(ii) to locate the sponsor.18

§ 2107. National Memorial Cemetery of the Pacific19

With the consent of the Secretary of Veterans Affairs, the American Battle20

Monuments Commission may build works of architecture and art in the Na-21

tional Memorial Cemetery of the Pacific.22

§ 2108. Pacific War Memorial and other historical and me-23

morial sites on Corregidor24

(a) GENERAL.—After an agreement is made between the government of the25

Republic of the Philippines and the United States Government, the American26

Battle Monuments Commission shall restore, operate, and maintain the Pa-27

cific War Memorial and other historical and memorial sites on Corregidor.28

(b) PERSONNEL.—The Commission may employ necessary personnel to29

carry out this section.30

(c) USE OF OTHER DEPARTMENTS, AGENCIES, AND INSTRUMENTALITIES.—31

Departments, agencies, and instrumentalities of the United States Govern-32

ment may assist the Commission, on a reimbursable basis, in carrying out33

this section.34

(d) AUTHORITY TO SOLICIT CONTRIBUTIONS.—To carry out this section,35

the Commission may solicit and accept private contributions and shall de-36

posit the contributions in the fund established by subsection (f) of this section.37

(e) USE OF PRIVATE AMOUNTS.—The Commission shall carry out this sec-38

tion with private amounts except to the extent amounts are appropriated39

under subsection (g) of this section.40
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(f) FUND.—(1) There is a fund in the Treasury that is available to the1

Commission only to carry out this section. The fund consists of—2

(A) amounts deposited into, and interest and proceeds credited to, the3

fund under paragraph (2) of this subsection; and4

(B) obligations obtained under paragraph (3) of this subsection.5

(2) The Chairman of the Commission shall deposit into the fund the6

amounts that are accepted under subsection (d) of this section. The Secretary7

of the Treasury shall credit to the fund the interest on, and the proceeds from8

the sale or redemption of, obligations held in the fund.9

(3) The Secretary shall invest any part of the fund that the Chairman de-10

cides is not required to meet current expenses. Each investment shall be made11

in an interest-bearing obligation of the United States Government, or an obli-12

gation that has its principal and interest guaranteed by the Government, that13

the Chairman decides has a maturity suitable for the fund.14

(4) Amounts in the fund exceeding the cost of carrying out this section, as15

decided by the Chairman, shall be deposited in the Treasury as miscellaneous16

receipts to reimburse the United States Government for amounts appropriated17

under subsection (g) of this section.18

(g) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There are authorized to be ap-19

propriated—20

(1) $6,000,000 for site preparation, design, planning, construction,21

and associated administrative costs for the restoration of the Memorial22

and other historical and memorial sites referred to in subsection (a) of23

this section; and24

(2) amounts necessary to operate and maintain the Memorial and25

those other historical and memorial sites.26

§ 2109. Foreign Currency Fluctuations Account27

(a) ESTABLISHMENT AND PURPOSE.—There is an account in the Treasury28

known as the ‘‘Foreign Currency Fluctuations, American Battle Monuments29

Commission, Account’’. The Account shall be used to provide amounts, in ad-30

dition to amounts appropriated for salaries and expenses of the Commission,31

to pay the cost of salaries and expenses that exceeds the amount appropriated32

for salaries and expenses because of fluctuations in currency exchange rates33

of foreign countries occurring after a budget request for the Commission is34

submitted to Congress. The Account may not be used for any other purpose.35

(b) INCREASE IN PERMISSIBLE OBLIGATIONS OF AMOUNTS.—A provision36

of law limiting the amounts the Commission may obligate in a fiscal year37

shall be increased to the extent necessary to reflect fluctuations in exchange38

rates from those used in preparing the budget submission.39

(c) TRANSFERRED AMOUNTS.—(1) Amounts in the Account may be trans-40

ferred to amounts appropriated for salaries and expenses of the Commission.41
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Transferred amounts shall be merged with, and are available for the same1

time period as, the appropriation to which they are applied.2

(2) Amounts transferred from the Account may be transferred back—3

(A) if the amounts are not needed to pay obligations incurred because4

of fluctuations in currency exchange rates of foreign countries in the ap-5

propriation to which the amounts were originally transferred; or6

(B) because of subsequent favorable fluctuations in the rates or because7

other amounts are, or become, available to pay the obligations.8

(3) Amounts transferred to an appropriation under this subsection may not9

be transferred back to the Account after the end of the 2d fiscal year after10

the fiscal year in which the appropriation was available for obligation.11

(d) RECORDING OF OBLIGATIONS AND FLUCTUATIONS IN EXCHANGE12

RATES.—An obligation of the Commission payable in the currency of a for-13

eign country may be recorded as an obligation based on exchange rates used14

in preparing a budget submission. A change reflecting fluctuations in ex-15

change rates may be recorded as a disbursement is made.16

(e) UNOBLIGATED BALANCES.—The unobligated balance of an appropria-17

tion for salaries and expenses may be transferred to the Account not later18

than the end of the 2d fiscal year following the fiscal year for which the ap-19

propriation was made. The unobligated balance shall be merged with, and be20

available for the same period and purposes as, the Account.21

(f) ANNUAL REPORT.—The Commission each year shall submit to the ap-22

propriate committees of Congress a report on amounts transferred under this23

section.24

(g) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There is authorized to be ap-25

propriated $3,000,000 to the Account.26

§ 2110. Claims against the Commission27

A claim against the American Battle Monuments Commission that is simi-28

lar to a claim described in section 2734 of title 10, that is based on damage29

to, or loss or destruction of, property, or personal injury or death of an indi-30

vidual, and that is caused by the negligent or wrongful act or omission of31

an officer or civilian employee of the Commission acting within the scope of32

the officer’s or employee’s office or employment, may be settled, decided, and33

paid as provided in section 2734 for the settlement of Army claims. However,34

the Secretary of the Army may appoint an officer or employee of the Commis-35

sion to a claims commission or as an officer to approve settlements of claims36

made by the claims commission. All payments in settlement of a claim shall37

be made out of appropriations made to carry out this chapter.38

§ 2111. Presidential duties and powers39

(a) ARRANGEMENTS WITH FOREIGN COUNTRIES.—The President is re-40

quested to make the necessary arrangements with the proper authorities of the41
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appropriate foreign countries to enable the American Battle Monuments Com-1

mission to carry out this chapter.2

(b) TRANSFER OF ADMINISTRATIVE DUTIES AND POWERS AND SUPPLIES,3

MATERIAL, AND EQUIPMENT TO COMMISSION.—(1) The President by executive4

order may transfer to the Commission—5

(A) the same administrative duties and powers related to a permanent6

military cemetery located outside the United States and the territories7

and possessions of the United States that were transferred to the Com-8

mission by Executive Order 6614, February 26, 1934, and Executive9

Order 10057, May 14, 1949, as amended by Executive Order 10087, De-10

cember 3, 1949; and11

(B) supplies, material, and equipment located in the permanent mili-12

tary cemetery or in a military depot overseas that—13

(i) the Department of Defense does not need; and14

(ii) the Commission requests to carry out the duties and powers15

specified in clause (A) of this paragraph.16

(2) After a transfer under this subsection, the Commission shall maintain17

the cemetery and all improvements in it.18

§ 2301. Establishment and purposes24

The United States Holocaust Memorial Council is an independent estab-25

lishment of the United States Government. The Council shall—26

(1) provide for appropriate ways for the Nation to commemorate the27

Days of Remembrance as an annual, national, civic commemoration of28

the holocaust;29

(2) encourage and sponsor appropriate observances of the Days of Re-30

membrance throughout the United States;31

(3) plan, construct, and operate a permanent living memorial museum32

to the victims of the holocaust in cooperation with the Secretary of the33
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Interior and other departments, agencies, and instrumentalities of the1

United States Government as provided in section 2305 of this title; and2

(4) develop a plan for carrying out the recommendations of the Presi-3

dent’s Commission on the Holocaust in its report to the President of Sep-4

tember 27, 1979, to the extent the recommendations are not otherwise5

provided for in this chapter.6

§ 2302. Membership7

(a) COMPOSITION.—(1) The United States Holocaust Memorial Council8

consists of 65 voting members and the following ex officio nonvoting members:9

(A) one appointed by the Secretary of the Interior.10

(B) one appointed by the Secretary of State.11

(C) one appointed by the Secretary of Education.12

(2) Of the 65 voting members—13

(A) the President of the United States appoints 55;14

(B) the Speaker of the House of Representatives appoints 5 from15

among members of the House of Representatives; and16

(C) the President pro tempore of the Senate appoints 5, on the rec-17

ommendation of the majority and minority leaders, from among mem-18

bers of the Senate.19

(b) TERMS OF OFFICE.—(1) Except as provided in this subsection, Council20

members serve for terms of 5 years.21

(2) The terms of the 5 members of the House of Representatives and the22

5 members of the Senate appointed during a term of Congress expire at the23

end of that term of Congress.24

(c) CHAIRPERSON AND VICE CHAIRPERSON.—The President of the United25

States shall appoint the Chairperson and Vice Chairperson of the Council26

from among the members of the Council. The Chairperson and Vice Chair-27

person serve for terms of 5 years.28

(d) VACANCIES.—(1) A vacancy on the Council shall be filled in the same29

manner as the original appointment was made.30

(2) A member appointed to fill a vacancy occurring before the expiration31

of the term for which the predecessor was appointed shall be appointed only32

for the remainder of the term. A member, except a Member of Congress ap-33

pointed by the Speaker of the House of Representatives or the President pro34

tempore of the Senate, may serve after the expiration of a term until a succes-35

sor takes office.36

(3) The President of the United States fills a vacancy in the offices of the37

Chairperson and Vice Chairperson.38

(e) REAPPOINTMENT.—A member whose term expires may be reappointed.39

The Chairperson and Vice Chairperson may be reappointed to those offices.40
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(f) PAY AND EXPENSES.—(1) Except as provided in paragraph (2) of this1

subsection, members of the Council may be paid the daily equivalent of the2

maximum annual rate of basic pay payable under section 5376 of title 5 for3

each day (including traveltime) during which they perform duties of the4

Council. A member is entitled to travel expenses, including a per diem allow-5

ance, as provided under section 5703 of title 5.6

(2) Members who are full-time officers or employees of the United States7

Government or Members of Congress may not receive additional pay because8

of their service on the Council.9

(g) ASSOCIATED COMMITTEES.—Subject to appointment by the Chair-10

person, an individual who is not a member of the Council may be designated11

as a member of a committee associated with the Council. The individual12

serves without cost to the Government.13

§ 2303. Executive Director14

(a) APPOINTMENT AND PAY.—The Chairperson of the United States Holo-15

caust Memorial Council shall appoint an Executive Director, subject to con-16

firmation by the Council. The Executive Director may be paid with non-17

appropriated funds. However, if the Executive Director is paid with appro-18

priated funds, the rate of pay shall be a rate that is not more than the maxi-19

mum rate of basic pay payable under section 5376 of title 5. The Executive20

Director serves at the pleasure of the Council.21

(b) DUTIES AND POWERS.—The Executive Director may—22

(1) appoint employees in the competitive service subject to chapter 5123

and subchapter III of chapter 53 of title 5;24

(2) appoint and fix the compensation (at a rate that is not more than25

the maximum rate of basic pay payable under section 5376 of title 5)26

of not more than 3 employees, notwithstanding any other law; and27

(3) implement decisions of the Council, in the manner the Council di-28

rects, and carry out other functions the Council, the Executive Committee29

of the Council, or the Chairperson assigns.30

§ 2304. Gifts, bequests, and devises of property31

(a) GENERAL.—The United States Holocaust Memorial Council may so-32

licit, accept, own, administer, invest, and use gifts, bequests, and devises of33

property to aid or facilitate the construction, maintenance, and operation of34

the memorial museum. The property and the proceeds of the property shall35

be used as nearly as possible in accordance with the terms of the gift, bequest,36

or devise donating the property. Funds donated to and accepted by the Coun-37

cil under this section are not considered appropriated funds and are not sub-38

ject to any requirements or restrictions applicable to appropriated funds.39
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(b) TAX TREATMENT.—For the purposes of Federal income, estate, and gift1

taxes, property accepted under this section is deemed to be a gift, bequest, or2

devise to the United States Government.3

§ 2305. Memorial museum4

(a) TRANSFER OR PURCHASE OF REAL PROPERTY IN THE DISTRICT OF5

COLUMBIA.—For the purpose of establishing the memorial museum, and with6

the approval of the Secretary of the Interior in consultation with the Commis-7

sion of Fine Arts and the National Capital Planning Commission—8

(1) a department, agency, or instrumentality of the United States9

Government may transfer to the administrative jurisdiction of the Unit-10

ed States Holocaust Memorial Council, any real property in the District11

of Columbia that is under the administrative jurisdiction of the depart-12

ment, agency, or instrumentality and that the Council considers suitable13

for the memorial museum; and14

(2) the Council may purchase, with the consent of the owner, any real15

property within the District of Columbia that the Council considers suit-16

able for the memorial museum.17

(b) ARCHITECTURAL DESIGN APPROVAL.—The architectural design for the18

memorial museum is subject to the approval of the Secretary of the Interior,19

in consultation with the Commission of Fine Arts and the National Capital20

Planning Commission.21

(c) INSURANCE.—The Council shall maintain insurance on the memorial22

museum to cover the risks, in the amount, and containing the terms the Coun-23

cil considers necessary.24

§ 2306. Audits25

When requested by Congress, the Comptroller General shall audit financial26

transactions of the United States Holocaust Memorial Council, including27

those involving donated funds, under generally accepted auditing standards.28

The Council shall make available for an audit under this section all records,29

items, or property used by the Council that are necessary for the audit. The30

Council shall provide facilities for verifying transactions with the balances.31

§ 2307. Administrative32

(a) BYLAWS.—(1) The United States Holocaust Memorial Council shall33

adopt bylaws to carry out its functions under this chapter.34

(2) The Chairperson of the Council may waive a bylaw when the Chair-35

person decides the waiver is in the best interest of the Council. Immediately36

after waiving a bylaw, the Chairperson shall send written notice to every vot-37

ing member of the Council. The waiver becomes final 30 days after the notice38

is sent unless a majority of Council members disagrees in writing before the39

end of the 30-day period.40
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(b) QUORUM.—One-third of the members of the Council is a quorum. A va-1

cancy in the Council does not affect its power to function.2

(c) EXPERTS AND CONSULTANTS.—The Council may procure the temporary3

or intermittent services of experts or consultants under section 3109 of title4

5, at rates that are not more than the daily equivalent of the maximum an-5

nual rate of basic pay payable under section 5376 of title 5.6

(d) CONTRACT AUTHORITY.—In accordance with applicable law, the Coun-7

cil may make contracts or other arrangements with public agencies or au-8

thorities and with private organizations and persons and may make pay-9

ments necessary to carry out its functions under this chapter.10

(e) ASSISTANCE FROM OTHER UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT DEPART-11

MENTS, AGENCIES, AND INSTRUMENTALITIES.—The Secretary of the Smithso-12

nian Institution, the Library of Congress, and all departments, agencies, and13

instrumentalities in the executive branch of the United States Government14

may assist the Council in carrying out its functions under this chapter.15

(f) ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES AND SUPPORT.—The Secretary of the Inte-16

rior may provide administrative services and support to the Council on a re-17

imbursable basis.18

§ 2308. Annual report19

Each year, the Executive Director of the United States Holocaust Memorial20

Council shall submit to Congress a report on the Executive Director’s steward-21

ship of the authority to construct, maintain, and operate the memorial mu-22

seum, including an accounting of all financial transactions involving donated23

funds.24

§ 2309. Authorization of appropriations25

(a) GENERAL.—Amounts necessary to carry out this chapter are authorized26

to be appropriated for each of the fiscal years ending September 30, 1997–27

2000. Notwithstanding any other law, necessary amounts are authorized to28

be appropriated to the Council to obtain, from a private insurance carrier,29

insurance against loss in connection with the memorial museum and related30

property and exhibits.31

(b) USE OF AMOUNTS FOR CONSTRUCTION BARRED.—Amounts authorized32

under this chapter may not be used for construction.33

(c) PRIOR AUTHORITY REQUIRED.—Authority to make contracts and to34

make payments under this chapter, using amounts authorized to be appro-35

priated under this section, are effective only to the extent, and in amounts,36

provided in advance in an appropriations law.37

The President’s Committee on Employment of People With Disabilities—3

(a) GENERAL.—Except as otherwise provided, the financial statements of4

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(A) statements necessary to present fairly the corporation’s assets, li-1

abilities, and surplus or deficit, and an analysis of the changes in those2

amounts during the year;3

(B) a statement in reasonable detail of the corporation’s income and4

expenses during the year including the results of any trading, manufac-5

turing, publishing, or other commercial-type endeavor; and6

(C) the independent auditor’s opinion of those statements.7

(2) The report may not be printed as a public document, except as part8

§ 220301. Organization1

(a) FEDERAL CHARTER.—United States Capitol Historical Society (in this2

chapter, the ‘‘corporation’’) is a federally chartered corporation.3

(b) PLACE OF INCORPORATION.—The corporation is declared to be incor-4

porated in the District of Columbia.5

(c) PERPETUAL EXISTENCE.—Except as otherwise provided, the corpora-6

tion has perpetual existence.7

§ 220302. Purposes8

The purposes of the corporation are—9

(1) to encourage in the most comprehensive and enlightened manner10

an understanding by the American people of the founding, growth, and11

significance of the Capitol of the United States as the tangible symbol12

of their representative form of government;13

(2) to undertake research into the history of the Congress and the Cap-14

itol and to promote discussion, publication, and dissemination of the re-15

sults of this research;16

(3) to foster and increase an informed patriotism among the citizens17

in the study of this living memorial to the founders of this Nation and18

the continuing thread of principles as exemplified by their successors;19

and20

(4) to cooperate with the standing committees of Congress, the Library21

of Congress, the Architect of the Capitol, and relevant departments, agen-22

cies, and instrumentalities of the executive branch of the United States23

Government in carrying out the purposes of the corporation.24

§ 220303. Membership25

Except as provided in this chapter, eligibility for membership in the cor-26

poration and the rights and privileges of members are as provided in the con-27

stitution and bylaws of the corporation.28

§ 220304. Governing body29

(a) BOARD OF TRUSTEES.—(1) The board of trustees is the governing body30

of the corporation. The board is responsible for the control of all funds and31

affairs of the corporation.32

SUBCHAPTER I—CORPORATION1

§ 220501. Definitions2

For purposes of this chapter—3

(1) ‘‘amateur athlete’’ means an athlete who meets the eligibility4

standards established by the national governing body for the sport in5

which the athlete competes.6

(2) ‘‘amateur athletic competition’’ means a contest, game, meet,7

match, tournament, regatta, or other event in which amateur athletes8

compete.9

(3) ‘‘amateur sports organization’’ means a not-for-profit corporation,10

association, or other group organized in the United States that sponsors11

or arranges an amateur athletic competition.12

(4) ‘‘corporation’’ means the United States Olympic Committee.13

(5) ‘‘international amateur athletic competition’’ means an amateur14

athletic competition between one or more athletes representing the United15

States, individually or as a team, and one or more athletes representing16

a foreign country.17

(6) ‘‘national governing body’’ means an amateur sports organization18

that is recognized by the corporation under section 220521 of this title.19

(7) ‘‘sanction’’ means a certificate of approval issued by a national20

governing body.21

§ 220502. Organization22

(a) FEDERAL CHARTER.—The corporation is a federally chartered corpora-23

tion.24

(b) PERPETUAL EXISTENCE.—Except as otherwise provided, the corpora-25

tion has perpetual existence.26

(9) to foster the development of amateur athletic facilities for use by23

ligations by granting security interests in its property;6

(7) publish a magazine, newspaper, and other publications consistent7

with its corporate purposes;8

(8) approve and revoke membership in the corporation;9

(9) sue and be sued; and10

(10) do any other act necessary and proper to carry out the purposes11

of the corporation.12

(c) POWERS RELATED TO AMATEUR ATHLETICS AND THE OLYMPIC13

GAMES.—The corporation may—14

(1) serve as the coordinating body for amateur athletic activity in the15

United States directly related to international amateur athletic competi-16

tion;17

(2) represent the United States as its national Olympic committee in18

relations with the International Olympic Committee and the Pan-Amer-19

ican Sports Organization;20

(3) organize, finance, and control the representation of the United21

States in the competitions and events of the Olympic Games and of the22

Pan-American Games, and obtain, directly or by delegation to the ap-23

propriate national governing body, amateur representation for those24

games;25

(4) recognize eligible amateur sports organizations as national govern-26

ing bodies for any sport that is included on the program of the Olympic27

Games or the Pan-American Games;28

(5) facilitate, through orderly and effective administrative procedures,29

the resolution of conflicts or disputes that involve any of its members and30

any amateur athlete, coach, trainer, manager, administrator, official,31

national governing body, or amateur sports organization and that arise32

(6) provide financial assistance to any organization or association, ex-37

cept a corporation organized for profit, in furtherance of the purposes38

of the corporation.39

(a) EXCLUSIVE RIGHT OF CORPORATION.—Except as provided in sub-3

(2) the symbol of the International Olympic Committee, consisting of6

5 interlocking rings;7

(3) the emblem of the corporation, consisting of an escutcheon having8

(4) the words ‘‘Olympic’’, ‘‘Olympiad’’, ‘‘Citius Altius Fortius’’, or11

any combination of those words.12

(b) CONTRIBUTORS AND SUPPLIERS.—The corporation may authorize con-13

tributors and suppliers of goods or services to use the trade name of the cor-14

poration or any trademark, symbol, insignia, or emblem of the International15

Olympic Committee or of the corporation to advertise that the contributions,16

goods, or services were donated or supplied to, or approved, selected, or used17

by, the corporation, the United States Olympic team, the Pan-American team,18

or team members.19

(c) CIVIL ACTION FOR UNAUTHORIZED USE.—Except as provided in sub-20

section (d) of this section, the corporation may file a civil action against a21

(2) the emblem described in subsection (a)(3) of this section;28

mistake, to deceive, or to falsely suggest a connection with the corpora-31

tion or any Olympic activity; or32

(4) any trademark, trade name, sign, symbol, or insignia falsely rep-33

resenting association with, or authorization by, the International Olym-34

pic Committee or the corporation.35

(d) PRE-EXISTING RIGHTS.—(1) A person who actually used the emblem36

described in subsection (a)(3) of this section, or the words or any combination37

of the words described in subsection (a)(4) of this section, for any lawful pur-38

pose before September 21, 1950, is not prohibited by this section from continu-39

ing the lawful use for the same purpose and for the same goods or services.40
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(2) A person who actually used, or whose assignor actually used, the words1

(a) PROFIT AND STOCK.—The corporation may not engage in business for8

profit or issue stock.9

§ 220508. Headquarters, principal office, and meetings12

The corporation shall maintain its principal office and national head-13

quarters in a place in the United States decided by the corporation.

(a) SUBMISSION TO PRESIDENT AND CONGRESS.—Not later than June 131

of each year, the corporation shall submit simultaneously to the President and32

to each House of Congress a detailed report of its operations during the prior33

(1) a complete statement of the corporation’s receipts and expendi-35

tures; and36

(2) a comprehensive description of the activities and accomplishments37

of the corporation during the prior year.38

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SUBCHAPTER II—NATIONAL GOVERNING BODIES1

§ 220521. Recognition of amateur sports organizations as na-2

tional governing bodies3

(a) GENERAL AUTHORITY.—For any sport that is included on the program4

of the Olympic Games or the Pan-American Games, the corporation may rec-5

ognize as a national governing body an amateur sports organization that files6

an application and is eligible under section 220522 of this title. The corpora-7

tion may recognize only one national governing body for each sport for which8

an application is made and approved.9

(b) PUBLIC HEARING.—Before recognizing an organization as a national10

governing body, the corporation shall hold a public hearing on the applica-11

tion.

(c) RECOMMENDATION TO INTERNATIONAL SPORTS FEDERATION.—Within16

61 days after recognizing an organization as a national governing body, the17

corporation shall recommend and support in any appropriate manner the na-18

tional governing body to the appropriate international sports federation as19

the representative of the United States for that sport.20

(d) REVIEW OF RECOGNITION.—The corporation may review all matters re-21

lated to the continued recognition of an organization as a national governing22

body and may take action it considers appropriate, including placing condi-23

tions on the continued recognition.24

§ 220522. Eligibility requirements25

An amateur sports organization is eligible to be recognized, or to continue26

to be recognized, as a national governing body only if it—27

(1) is incorporated under the laws of a State of the United States or28

the District of Columbia as a not-for-profit corporation having as its29

purpose the advancement of amateur athletic competition;30

(2) has the managerial and financial capability to plan and execute31

its obligations;32

(3) submits—33

(A) an application, in the form required by the corporation, for34

recognition as a national governing body;35

(B) a copy of its corporate charter and bylaws; and36

(C) any additional information considered necessary or appro-37

priate by the corporation;38

(4) agrees to submit, on demand by the corporation, to binding arbi-39

tration conducted in accordance with the commercial rules of the Amer-40

ican Arbitration Association in any controversy involving—41
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(A) its recognition as a national governing body, as provided for1

in section 220529 of this title; or2

(B) the opportunity of any amateur athlete, coach, trainer, man-3

ager, administrator, or official to participate in amateur athletic4

competition, as provided for in the corporation’s constitution and5

bylaws;6

(5) demonstrates that it is autonomous in the governance of its sport,7

in that it—8

(A) independently decides and controls all matters central to gov-9

ernance;10

(B) does not delegate decision-making and control of matters11

central to governance; and12

(C) is free from outside restraint;13

(6) demonstrates that it is a member of no more than one inter-14

national sports federation that governs a sport included on the program15

of the Olympic Games or the Pan-American Games;16

(7) demonstrates that its membership is open to any individual who17

is an amateur athlete, coach, trainer, manager, administrator, or official18

active in the sport for which recognition is sought, or any amateur sports19

organization that conducts programs in the sport for which recognition20

is sought, or both;21

(8) provides an equal opportunity to amateur athletes, coaches, train-22

ers, managers, administrators, and officials to participate in amateur23

athletic competition, without discrimination on the basis of race, color,24

religion, sex, age, or national origin, and with fair notice and oppor-25

tunity for a hearing to any amateur athlete, coach, trainer, manager,26

administrator, or official before declaring the individual ineligible to27

participate;28

(9) is governed by a board of directors or other governing board whose29

members are selected without regard to race, color, religion, national ori-30

gin, or sex, except that, in sports where there are separate male and fe-31

male programs, it provides for reasonable representation of both males32

and females on the board of directors or other governing board;33

(10) demonstrates that—34

(A) its board of directors or other governing board includes35

among its voting members—36

(i) individuals who are actively engaged in amateur athletic37

competition in the sport for which recognition is sought; or38

(ii) individuals who, within the prior 10 years, have rep-39

resented the United States in international amateur athletic40

competition in the sport for which recognition is sought; and41
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(B) the individuals described in subclause (A) of this clause hold1

at least 20 percent of the membership and voting power on the2

board;3

(11) provides for reasonable direct representation on its board of direc-4

tors or other governing board for any amateur sports organization5

that—6

(A) conducts a national program or regular national amateur7

athletic competition in the applicable sport on a level of proficiency8

appropriate for the selection of amateur athletes to represent the9

United States in international amateur athletic competition; and10

(B) ensures that the representation reflects the nature, scope,11

quality, and strength of the programs and competitions of the ama-12

teur sports organization in relation to all other programs and com-13

petitions in the sport in the United States;14

(12) demonstrates that none of its officers are also officers of any other15

amateur sports organization recognized as a national governing body;16

(13) provides procedures for the prompt and equitable resolution of17

grievances of its members;18

(14) does not have eligibility criteria related to amateur status that19

are more restrictive than those of the appropriate international sports20

federation; and21

(15) demonstrates, if the organization is seeking to be recognized as22

a national governing body, that it is prepared to meet the obligations23

imposed on a national governing body under sections 220524 and24

220525 of this title.25

§ 220523. Authority of national governing bodies26

(a) AUTHORITY.—For the sport that it governs, a national governing body27

may—28

(b) REPLACEMENT OF NATIONAL GOVERNING BODY PURSUANT TO ARBI-11

TRATION.—A national governing body may not exercise any authority under12

subsection (a) of this section for a particular sport after another amateur13

sports organization has been declared (in accordance with binding arbitration14

proceedings prescribed by the organic documents of the corporation) entitled15

to replace that national governing body as the member of the corporation for16

that sport.17

(c) FILING PROCEDURES.—(1) An application under this section must be1

filed within one year after the final day of—2

(f) DISPOSITION OF APPLICATIONS.—Within 30 days after the close of the29

(1) recognize the applicant as the national governing body; or6

§ 220529. Arbitration of corporation determinations8

(a) RIGHT TO REVIEW.—A party aggrieved by a determination of the cor-9

poration under section 220527 or 220528 of this title may obtain review by10

any regional office of the American Arbitration Association.11

(b) PROCEDURE.—(1) A demand for arbitration must be submitted within12

30 days after the determination of the corporation.13

(2) On receipt of a demand for arbitration, the Association shall serve no-14

(a) FEDERAL CHARTER.—Veterans of Foreign Wars of the United States19

and expeditions on foreign soil or in hostile waters, is a federally chartered22

corporation.23

§ 230301. Organization3

(a) FEDERAL CHARTER.—Veterans of World War I of the United States of4

(4) to collate, preserve, and encourage the study of historical episodes,28

chronicles, mementos, and events pertaining to World War I;29
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(5) to fight vigorously to uphold the Constitution and laws of the1

United States as well as the individual States of the Union and to foster2

the spirit and practice of true Americanism;3

(6) to fight unceasingly for our national security to protect Americans4

from enemies within our borders, as well as those from without, so that5

our American way of life is preserved;6

(7) to fight to the utmost all those alien forces, particularly forces such7

as communism, whose objectives are to deny our very existence as a free8

people; and9

(8) to do any other act necessary and proper to carry out the purposes10

of the corporation.11

§ 230303. Membership12

(a) ELIGIBILITY.—Eligibility for membership in the corporation and the13

rights, privileges, and designation of classes of members are as provided in14

the constitution and bylaws of the corporation. However, an individual who15

did not serve honorably in the armed forces of the United States during the16

period beginning April 6, 1917, and ending November 11, 1918, is not eligible17

for all classes of membership.18

(b) VOTING.—Each member of the corporation (except an associate or hon-19

orary member) has one vote on each matter submitted to a vote at a meeting20

of the members of the corporation except the national convention.21

§ 230304. Governing body22

(a) NATIONAL CONVENTION.—(1) The national convention is the supreme23

governing authority of the corporation.24

(2) The national convention is composed of officers and elected representa-25

tives from the States and other local subdivisions of the corporation as pro-26

vided in the constitution and bylaws of the corporation. However, the form27

of government of the corporation must be representative of the membership at28

large and may not permit concentration of control in a limited number of29

members or in a self-perpetuating group not representative of the membership30

at large.

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(c) OFFICERS.—(1) The officers of the corporation are a national com-1

mander, a national senior vice commander, a national junior vice com-2

mander, a national quartermaster, a national adjutant, a national judge ad-3

vocate, 9 regional vice commanders, and other officers as provided in the con-4

stitution and bylaws. One individual may hold the offices of national quarter-5

master and national adjutant.6

(2) The titles, manner of selection, term of office, and duties of the officers7

are as provided in the constitution and bylaws.8

§ 230305. Powers9

The corporation may—10

(1) adopt and amend a constitution and bylaws for the management11

of its property and the regulation of its affairs;12

(2) adopt and alter a corporate seal;13

(3) choose officers, managers, employees, and agents as the activities14

§ 300101. Organization2

(a) FEDERAL CHARTER.—The American National Red Cross (in this chap-3

ter, the ‘‘corporation’’) is a body corporate and politic in the District of Co-4

lumbia.5

(b) NAME.—The name of the corporation is ‘‘The American National Red6

Cross’’.7

(c) PERPETUAL EXISTENCE.—Except as otherwise provided, the corpora-8

tion has perpetual existence.9

§ 300102. Purposes10

The purposes of the corporation are—11

(1) to provide volunteer aid in time of war to the sick and wounded12

of the armed forces, in accordance with the spirit and conditions of—13

(A) the conference of Geneva of October, 1863;14

(B) the treaties of the Red Cross, or the treaties of Geneva, August15

22, 1864, July 27, 1929, and August 12, 1949, to which the United16

States of America has given its adhesion; and17

(C) any other treaty, convention, or protocol similar in purpose18

to which the United States of America has given or may give its19

adhesion;20

(2) in carrying out the purposes described in clause (1) of this section,21

to perform all the duties devolved on a national society by each nation22

that has acceded to any of those treaties, conventions, or protocols;23

(3) to act in matters of voluntary relief and in accordance with the24

military authorities as a medium of communication between the people25

of the United States and the armed forces of the United States and to26

act in those matters between similar national societies of governments of27

other countries through the International Committee of the Red Cross28

and the Government, the people, and the armed forces of the United29

States; and30

(4) to carry out a system of national and international relief in time31

of peace, and to apply that system in mitigating the suffering caused by32
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pestilence, famine, fire, floods, and other great national calamities, and1

to devise and carry out measures for preventing those calamities.2

§ 300103. Membership and chapters3

(a) MEMBERSHIP.—Membership in the corporation is open to all the people4

of the United States and its territories and possessions, on payment of an5

amount specified in the bylaws.6

(b) CHAPTERS.—(1) The chapters of the corporation are the local units of7

the corporation. The board of governors shall prescribe regulations related8

to—9

(A) granting charters to the chapters and revoking those charters;10

(B) the territorial jurisdiction of the chapters;11

(C) the relationship of the chapters to the corporation; and12

(D) compliance by the chapters with the policies and regulations of13

the corporation.14

(2) The regulations shall require that each chapter adhere to the democratic15

principles of election specified in the bylaws in electing the governing body16

of the chapter and selecting delegates to the national convention of the cor-17

poration.18

§ 300104. Board of governors19

(a) BOARD OF GOVERNORS.—(1) The board of governors is the governing20

body of the corporation with all powers of governing and managing the cor-21

poration. The board has 50 members. The governors shall be appointed or22

elected in the following manner:23

(A) The President shall appoint 8 governors, one of whom the Presi-24

dent shall designate to act as the principal officer of the corporation with25

the title and functions provided in the bylaws. The other governors ap-26

pointed by the President shall be officials of departments and agencies27

of the United States Government, whose positions and interests qualify28

them to contribute to carrying out the programs and purposes of the cor-29

poration. At least one, but not more than 3, of those officials shall be30

selected from the armed forces.31

(B) The chapters shall elect 30 governors at the national convention32

under procedures for nomination and election that ensure equitable rep-33

resentation of all chapters, with regard to geographical considerations,34

the size of the chapters, and the size of the populations served by the35

chapters.36

(C) The board shall elect 12 governors as members-at-large. Those gov-37

ernors shall be individuals who are representative of the national inter-38

ests that the corporation serves, and with which it is desirable that the39

corporation have close association.40
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(2) One-third of the members elected to the board shall be elected at each1

national convention, and take office at that time or as soon as practicable2

after the convention.3

(b) TERM OF OFFICE AND VACANCIES.—(1) The term of office of each gov-4

ernor is 3 years. However, the term of office of a governor appointed by the5

President (except the principal officer of the corporation) expires if, before the6

end of the 3-year term, the governor retires from the official position held at7

the time of appointment as a governor.8

(2) The President shall fill as soon as practicable a vacancy in the office9

of the principal officer of the corporation or in the position of another gov-10

ernor appointed by the President. The board shall make a temporary appoint-11

ment to fill a vacancy occurring in an elected position on the board. An indi-12

vidual appointed by the board to fill a vacancy serves until the next national13

convention.14

(c) EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.—The board may—15

(1) appoint, from its own members, an executive committee of at least16

11 individuals to exercise the powers of the board when the board is not17

in session; and18

(2) appoint and remove, or provide for the appointment and removal19

of, officers and employees of the corporation, except the principal officer20

of the corporation.21

(d) VOTING BY PROXY.—Voting by proxy is not allowed at any meeting22

of the board, at the national convention, or at any meeting of a chapter. How-23

ever, the board may allow the election of governors by proxy at the national24

convention if the board believes a national emergency makes attendance at the25

national convention impossible.26

§ 300105. Powers27

(a) GENERAL.—The corporation may—28

(1) adopt bylaws and regulations;29

(2) adopt, alter, and destroy a seal;30

(3) own and dispose of property to carry out the purposes of the cor-31

poration;32

(4) accept gifts, devises, and bequests of property to carry out the pur-33

poses of the corporation;34

(5) sue and be sued in courts of law and equity, State or Federal,35

within the jurisdiction of the United States; and36

(6) do any other act necessary to carry out this chapter and promote37

the purposes of the corporation.38

(b) DESIGNATION.—The corporation is designated as the organization au-39

thorized to act in matters of relief under the treaties of Geneva, August 22,40

1864, July 27, 1929, and August 12, 1949.41
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§ 300106. Emblem, badge, and brassard1

(a) EMBLEM AND BADGE.—In carrying out its purposes under this chap-2

ter, the corporation may have and use, as an emblem and badge, a Greek red3

cross on a white ground, as described in the treaties of Geneva, August 22,4

1864, July 27, 1929, and August 12, 1949, and adopted by the nations acced-5

ing to those treaties.6

(b) DELIVERY OF BRASSARD.—In accordance with those treaties, the deliv-7

ery of the brassard allowed for individuals neutralized in time of war shall8

be left to military authority.9

§ 300107. Annual meeting10

The annual meeting of the corporation is the national convention of dele-11

gates of the chapters. The national convention shall be held annually on a12

date and at a place specified by the board of governors. In matters requiring13

a vote at the national convention, each chapter is entitled to at least one vote.14

The board shall determine on an equitable basis the number of votes that each15

chapter is entitled to cast, taking into consideration the size of the member-16

ship of the chapters and of the populations served by the chapters. The board17

shall review the allocation of votes at least every 5 years.18

§ 300108. Buildings19

(a) OWNERSHIP.—The United States Government shall retain ownership of20

the corporation’s permanent headquarters, comprised of buildings erected on21

square 172 in the District of Columbia, including—22

(1) the memorial building to commemorate the service and sacrifice23

of the women of the United States, North and South, during the Civil24

War, erected for the use of the corporation;25

(2) the memorial building to commemorate the service and sacrifice26

of the patriotic women of the United States, its territories and posses-27

The endowment fund of the corporation shall be kept and invested under37

the management and control of a board of 9 trustees elected by the board of38

governors. The board of governors shall prescribe regulations on terms and39

tenure of office, accountability, and expenses of the board of trustees.40
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§ 300110. Annual report and audit1

(a) SUBMISSION OF REPORT.—As soon as practicable after July 1 of each2

year, the corporation shall submit a report to the Secretary of Defense on the3

activities of the corporation during the fiscal year ending June 30, including4

a complete, itemized report of all receipts and expenditures.5

(b) AUDITING OF REPORT AND SUBMISSION TO CONGRESS.—The Secretary6

shall audit the report and submit a copy of the audited report to Congress.7

(c) PAYMENT OF AUDIT EXPENSES.—The corporation shall reimburse the8

§ 300111. Reservation of right to amend or repeal11

Congress reserves the right to amend or repeal the provisions of this chap-12

ter.13

SEC. 2. THE FLAG.14

(a) Chapter 1 of title 4, United States Code, is amended by adding at the15

end the following new sections:16

‘‘§ 4. Pledge of allegiance to the flag; manner of delivery17

‘‘The Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag, ‘I pledge allegiance to the Flag of18

the United States of America, and to the Republic for which it stands, one19

Nation under God, indivisible, with liberty and justice for all.’, should be ren-20

dered by standing at attention facing the flag with the right hand over the21

heart. When not in uniform men should remove their headdress with their22

right hand and hold it at the left shoulder, the hand being over the heart.23

Persons in uniform should remain silent, face the flag, and render the mili-24

tary salute.25

‘‘§ 5. Display and use of flag by civilians; codification of26

rules and customs; definition27

‘‘The following codification of existing rules and customs pertaining to the28

display and use of the flag of the United States of America is established for29

the use of such civilians or civilian groups or organizations as may not be30

required to conform with regulations promulgated by one or more executive31

departments of the Government of the United States. The flag of the United32

States for the purpose of this chapter shall be defined according to sections33

1 and 2 of this title and Executive Order 10834 issued pursuant thereto.34

‘‘§ 6. Time and occasions for display35

‘‘(a) It is the universal custom to display the flag only from sunrise to sun-36

set on buildings and on stationary flagstaffs in the open. However, when a37

patriotic effect is desired, the flag may be displayed twenty-four hours a day38

if properly illuminated during the hours of darkness.39

‘‘(b) The flag should be hoisted briskly and lowered ceremoniously.40
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‘‘(c) The flag should not be displayed on days when the weather is inclem-1

ent, except when an all weather flag is displayed.2

‘‘(d) The flag should be displayed on all days, especially on New Year’s3

Day, January 1; Inauguration Day, January 20; Lincoln’s Birthday, Feb-4

ruary 12; Washington’s Birthday, third Monday in February; Easter Sunday5

(variable); Mother’s Day, second Sunday in May; Armed Forces Day, third6

Saturday in May; Memorial Day (half-staff until noon), the last Monday in7

May; Flag Day, June 14; Independence Day, July 4; Labor Day, first Mon-8

day in September; Constitution Day, September 17; Columbus Day, second9

Monday in October; Navy Day, October 27; Veterans Day, November 11;10

Thanksgiving Day, fourth Thursday in November; Christmas Day, December11

25; and such other days as may be proclaimed by the President of the United12

States; the birthdays of States (date of admission); and on State holidays.13

‘‘(e) The flag should be displayed daily on or near the main administration14

building of every public institution.15

‘‘(f) The flag should be displayed in or near every polling place on election16

days.17

‘‘(g) The flag should be displayed during school days in or near every18

schoolhouse.19

‘‘§ 7. Position and manner of display20

‘‘The flag, when carried in a procession with another flag or flags, should21

be either on the marching right; that is, the flag’s own right, or, if there is22

a line of other flags, in front of the center of that line.23

‘‘(a) The flag should not be displayed on a float in a parade except from24

a staff, or as provided in subsection (i) of this section.25

‘‘(b) The flag should not be draped over the hood, top, sides, or back of a26

vehicle or of a railroad train or a boat. When the flag is displayed on a mo-27

torcar, the staff shall be fixed firmly to the chassis or clamped to the right28

fender.29

‘‘(c) No other flag or pennant should be placed above or, if on the same30

level, to the right of the flag of the United States of America, except during31

church services conducted by naval chaplains at sea, when the church pennant32

may be flown above the flag during church services for the personnel of the33

Navy. No person shall display the flag of the United Nations or any other34

national or international flag equal, above, or in a position of superior prom-35

inence or honor to, or in place of, the flag of the United States at any place36

within the United States or any Territory or possession thereof: Provided,37

That nothing in this section shall make unlawful the continuance of the prac-38

tice heretofore followed of displaying the flag of the United Nations in a posi-39

tion of superior prominence or honor, and other national flags in positions40
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of equal prominence or honor, with that of the flag of the United States at1

the headquarters of the United Nations.2

‘‘(d) The flag of the United States of America, when it is displayed with3

another flag against a wall from crossed staffs, should be on the right, the4

flag’s own right, and its staff should be in front of the staff of the other flag.5

‘‘(e) The flag of the United States of America should be at the center and6

at the highest point of the group when a number of flags of States or localities7

or pennants of societies are grouped and displayed from staffs.8

‘‘(f) When flags of States, cities, or localities, or pennants of societies are9

flown on the same halyard with the flag of the United States, the latter should10

always be at the peak. When the flags are flown from adjacent staffs, the flag11

of the United States should be hoisted first and lowered last. No such flag or12

pennant may be placed above the flag of the United States or to the United13

States flag’s right.14

‘‘(g) When flags of two or more nations are displayed, they are to be flown15

from separate staffs of the same height. The flags should be of approximately16

equal size. International usage forbids the display of the flag of one nation17

above that of another nation in time of peace.18

‘‘(h) When the flag of the United States is displayed from a staff projecting19

horizontally or at an angle from the window sill, balcony, or front of a build-20

ing, the union of the flag should be placed at the peak of the staff unless the21

flag is at half staff. When the flag is suspended over a sidewalk from a rope22

extending from a house to a pole at the edge of the sidewalk, the flag should23

be hoisted out, union first, from the building.24

‘‘(i) When displayed either horizontally or vertically against a wall, the25

union should be uppermost and to the flag’s own right, that is, to the observ-26

er’s left. When displayed in a window, the flag should be displayed in the27

same way, with the union or blue field to the left of the observer in the street.28

‘‘(j) When the flag is displayed over the middle of the street, it should be29

suspended vertically with the union to the north in an east and west street30

or to the east in a north and south street.31

‘‘(k) When used on a speaker’s platform, the flag, if displayed flat, should32

be displayed above and behind the speaker. When displayed from a staff in33

a church or public auditorium, the flag of the United States of America34

should hold the position of superior prominence, in advance of the audience,35

and in the position of honor at the clergyman’s or speaker’s right as he faces36

the audience. Any other flag so displayed should be placed on the left of the37

clergyman or speaker or to the right of the audience.38

‘‘(l) The flag should form a distinctive feature of the ceremony of unveiling39

a statue or monument, but it should never be used as the covering for the40

statue or monument.41
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‘‘(m) The flag, when flown at half-staff, should be first hoisted to the peak1

for an instant and then lowered to the half-staff position. The flag should be2

again raised to the peak before it is lowered for the day. On Memorial Day3

the flag should be displayed at half-staff until noon only, then raised to the4

top of the staff. By order of the President, the flag shall be flown at half-staff5

upon the death of principal figures of the United States Government and the6

Governor of a State, territory, or possession, as a mark of respect to their7

memory. In the event of the death of other officials or foreign dignitaries, the8

flag is to be displayed at half-staff according to Presidential instructions or9

orders, or in accordance with recognized customs or practices not inconsistent10

with law. In the event of the death of a present or former official of the gov-11

ernment of any State, territory, or possession of the United States, the Gov-12

ernor of that State, territory, or possession may proclaim that the National13

flag shall be flown at half-staff. The flag shall be flown at half-staff thirty14

days from the death of the President or a former President; ten days from15

the day of death of the Vice President, the Chief Justice or a retired Chief16

Justice of the United States, or the Speaker of the House of Representatives;17

from the day of death until interment of an Associate Justice of the Supreme18

Court, a Secretary of an executive or military department, a former Vice19

President, or the Governor of a State, territory, or possession; and on the day20

of death and the following day for a Member of Congress. The flag shall be21

flown at halfstaff on Peace Officers Memorial Day, unless that day is also22

Armed Forces Day. As used in this subsection—23

‘‘(1) the term ‘half-staff’ means the position of the flag when it is one-24

half the distance between the top and bottom of the staff;25

‘‘(2) the term ‘executive or military department’ means any agency26

listed under sections 101 and 102 of title 5; and27

‘‘(3) the term ‘Member of Congress’ means a Senator, a Representative,28

a Delegate, or the Resident Commissioner from Puerto Rico.29

‘‘(n) When the flag is used to cover a casket, it should be so placed that30

the union is at the head and over the left shoulder. The flag should not be31

lowered into the grave or allowed to touch the ground.32

‘‘(o) When the flag is suspended across a corridor or lobby in a building33

with only one main entrance, it should be suspended vertically with the union34

of the flag to the observer’s left upon entering. If the building has more than35

one main entrance, the flag should be suspended vertically near the center of36

the corridor or lobby with the union to the north, when entrances are to the37

east and west or to the east when entrances are to the north and south. If38

there are entrances in more than two directions, the union should be to the39

east.40
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‘‘§ 8. Respect for flag1

‘‘No disrespect should be shown to the flag of the United States of America;2

the flag should not be dipped to any person or thing. Regimental colors, State3

flags, and organization or institutional flags are to be dipped as a mark of4

honor.5

‘‘(a) The flag should never be displayed with the union down, except as a6

signal of dire distress in instances of extreme danger to life or property.7

‘‘(b) The flag should never touch anything beneath it, such as the ground,8

the floor, water, or merchandise.9

‘‘(c) The flag should never be carried flat or horizontally, but always aloft10

and free.11

‘‘(d) The flag should never be used as wearing apparel, bedding, or drapery.12

It should never be festooned, drawn back, nor up, in folds, but always allowed13

to fall free. Bunting of blue, white, and red, always arranged with the blue14

above, the white in the middle, and the red below, should be used for covering15

a speaker’s desk, draping the front of the platform, and for decoration in gen-16

eral.17

‘‘(e) The flag should never be fastened, displayed, used, or stored in such18

a manner as to permit it to be easily torn, soiled, or damaged in any way.19

‘‘(f) The flag should never be used as a covering for a ceiling.20

‘‘(g) The flag should never have placed upon it, nor on any part of it, nor21

attached to it any mark, insignia, letter, word, figure, design, picture, or22

drawing of any nature.23

‘‘(h) The flag should never be used as a receptacle for receiving, holding,24

carrying, or delivering anything.25

‘‘(i) The flag should never be used for advertising purposes in any manner26

whatsoever. It should not be embroidered on such articles as cushions or hand-27

kerchiefs and the like, printed or otherwise impressed on paper napkins or28

boxes or anything that is designed for temporary use and discard. Advertising29

signs should not be fastened to a staff or halyard from which the flag is flown.30

‘‘(j) No part of the flag should ever be used as a costume or athletic uni-31

form. However, a flag patch may be affixed to the uniform of military person-32

nel, firemen, policemen, and members of patriotic organizations. The flag rep-33

resents a living country and is itself considered a living thing. Therefore, the34

lapel flag pin being a replica, should be worn on the left lapel near the heart.35

‘‘(k) The flag, when it is in such condition that it is no longer a fitting36

emblem for display, should be destroyed in a dignified way, preferably by37

burning.38

‘‘§ 9. Conduct during hoisting, lowering or passing of flag39

‘‘During the ceremony of hoisting or lowering the flag or when the flag is40

passing in a parade or in review, all persons present except those in uniform41
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should face the flag and stand at attention with the right hand over the heart.1

Those present in uniform should render the military salute. When not in uni-2

form, men should remove their headdress with their right hand and hold it3

at the left shoulder, the hand being over the heart. Aliens should stand at at-4

tention. The salute to the flag in a moving column should be rendered at the5

moment the flag passes.6

‘‘§ 10. Modification of rules and customs by President7

‘‘Any rule or custom pertaining to the display of the flag of the United8

States of America, set forth herein, may be altered, modified, or repealed, or9

additional rules with respect thereto may be prescribed, by the Commander10

in Chief of the Armed Forces of the United States, whenever he deems it to11

be appropriate or desirable; and any such alteration or additional rule shall12

be set forth in a proclamation.’’.13

(b) The analysis of chapter 1 of title 4, United States Code, is amended14

by adding at the end the following new items:15

‘‘4. Pledge of allegiance to the flag; manner of delivery.

‘‘5. Display and use of flag by civilians; codification of rules and customs; definition.

‘‘6. Time and occasions for display.

‘‘7. Position and manner of display.

‘‘8. Respect for flag.

‘‘9. Conduct during hoisting, lowering or passing of flag.

‘‘10. Modification of rules and customs by President.’’.

SEC. 3. CONFORMING PROVISIONS.16

Section 1332 of title 44, United States Code, is amended by striking ‘‘the17

United Spanish War Veterans,’’.18

SEC. 4. CONFORMING CROSS-REFERENCES.19

(a) TITLE 10.—Title 10, United States Code, is amended as follows:20

(1) In section 2249b, strike ‘‘the provisions of section 3 of the Joint21

Resolution of June 22, 1942 (56 Stat. 378, chapter 435; 36 U.S.C. 175),22

and any modification of such provisions under section 8 of that Joint23

Resolution (36 U.S.C. 178)’’ and substitute ‘‘section 7 of title 4 and any24

modification of section 7 under section 10 of title 4’’.25

(2) Section 2543 is amended as follows:26

(A) In subsection (e)(1), strike ‘‘subsection (b)(2) of the first sec-27

tion of the Presidential Inaugural Ceremonies Act (36 U.S.C. 721)’’28

and substitute ‘‘section 501 of title 36’’.29

(B) In subsection (e)(2), strike ‘‘the proviso in section 9 of the30

Presidential Inaugural Ceremonies Act (36 U.S.C. 729)’’ and sub-31

stitute ‘‘section 507 of title 36’’.32

(3) In section 9441(b), strike ‘‘section 2 of the Act of July 1, 1946 (3633

U.S.C. 202)’’ and substitute ‘‘section 40302 of title 36’’.34

(b) TITLE 18.—Section 2320(d) of title 18, United States Code, is amended35

as follows:36
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(1) In clause (1)(B), strike ‘‘section 110 of the Olympic Charter Act’’1

and substitute ‘‘section 220706 of title 36’’.2

(2) In clause (2), insert ‘‘and’’ after the semicolon.3

(3) In clause (3), strike ‘‘; and’’ and substitute a period.4

(4) Strike clause (4).5

SEC. 5. LEGISLATIVE PURPOSE AND CONSTRUCTION.6

(a) NO SUBSTANTIVE CHANGE.—Sections 1 and 2 of this Act restate, with-7

out substantive change, laws enacted before August 16, 1997, that were re-8

placed by those sections. Those sections may not be construed as making a9

substantive change in the laws replaced. Laws enacted after August 15, 1997,10

that are inconsistent with this Act supersede this Act to the extent of the in-11

consistency.12

(b) REFERENCES.—A reference to a law replaced by section 1 or 2 of this13

Act, including a reference in a regulation, order, or other law, is deemed to14

refer to the corresponding provision enacted by this Act.15

(c) CONTINUING EFFECT.—An order, rule, or regulation in effect under a16

law replaced by section 1 or 2 of this Act continues in effect under the cor-17

responding provision enacted by this Act until repealed, amended, or super-18

seded.19

(d) ACTIONS AND OFFENSES UNDER PRIOR LAW.—An action taken or an20

offense committed under a law replaced by section 1 or 2 of this Act is deemed21

to have been taken or committed under the corresponding provision enacted22

by this Act.23

(e) INFERENCES.—An inference of a legislative construction is not to be24

drawn by reason of the location in the United States Code of a provision en-25

acted by this Act or by reason of a caption or catch line of the provision.26

(f) SEVERABILITY.—If a provision enacted by this Act is held invalid, all27

valid provisions that are severable from the invalid provision remain in effect.28

If a provision enacted by this Act is held invalid in any of its applications,29

the provision remains valid for all valid applications that are severable from30

any of the invalid applications.31

SEC. 6. REPEALS.32

(a) INFERENCES OF REPEAL.—The repeal of a law by this Act may not33

be construed as a legislative inference that the provision was or was not in34

effect before its repeal.35

(b) REPEALER SCHEDULE.—The laws specified in the following schedule36

are repealed, except for rights and duties that matured, penalties that were37

incurred, and proceedings that were begun before the date of enactment of this38

Act:39
