SECTION 1. EXTENSION OF DEADLINE.3

(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding the time period4

specified in section 13 of the Federal Power Act (165

U.S.C. 806) that would otherwise apply to Federal Energy6

Regulatory Commission project numbered 10359, the7

Commission shall, at the request of the project licensee,8

extend the time period during which the licensee is re-9
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quired to complete construction of the project to May 4,1

2004.2

(b) REPORTS.—The licensee for the project described3

in subsection (a) shall file with the Federal Energy Regu-4

latory Commission, on December 31 of each year until5

construction of the project is completed, a report on the6

status of the project.7
